TUNISIA AFTER THE EVENTS OF THE ARAB SPRING: THE CAUSES OF INSTABILITY

It is notable fact that Tunisia is the only country of North Africa and the Middle East where the Arab Spring of 2011 known as Jasmine Revolu-
tion was victorious. As a result, President Zine al-Abidine ben Ali resigned after two decades in power and left the country. In the wake of his resig-
nation new political elite implemented own democratic experiment that became politically successful, but caused many questions concerning the
quality of economic reforms. The article deals with the most important reasons behind the instability of Tunisia after the victory of the people's
uprising. The author defines essential fields of economic activity where reforms are badly needed and also formulates recommendations intended
to liberalize economy, keep in check corruption, and investments in interior regions.

CHINA'S APPROACHES TO THE UN'S ROLE IN CONFLICT RESOLUTION
IN THE MIDDLE EAST DURING THE COLD WAR

The article examines the development of China's position on UN involvement in conflict resolution in the Middle East. In particular, it investi-
gates the impact of the transformation of foreign policy concepts on the approaches of official Beijing toward UN peacekeeping activities in the
Middle East during the Cold War. In the 1950s and 1970s, Mao Zedong's view of the UN as a political tool for the superpowers to pursue their inter-
ests in the world was largely grounded on ideology. That said, the article argues that the position of China between 1950 and 1970 reflected certain
dualism, namely a negative perception of the UN with a clear desire to become a member of this international organization. Eventually, the changes
in China‘'s foreign policy goals from revolutionary to more realistic ones designed to facilitate reforms in the country led to a radical shift in
Beijing's position on UN peacekeeping in the Middle East. The study interrogates key elements of China’s position on the Middle East conflict in the
1970s and 1980s in the Security Council after China gained UN membership in 1971.

FROM THE "THIRD WORLD" TO EUROPE: PARTICULAR CHARACTERISTICS
OF CONTEMPORARY MIGRATION FROM AFRICA AND MIDDLE EAST

The article unfolds basic theoretical and practical aspects of contemporary migration to Europe since the early XXth century till
today (case study — Africa and Middle East). An analysis of historic and current migration driving forces for Africans entering Europe
is given by counties of origin and host countries respectively. The sociological and geographical image of contemporary African
migrant to Europe is being shaped. The routes used by African and Middle Eastern migrants moving towards the EU, as well as the
correlation between the counties of origin and host countries' historical background, are being outlined. Basic hub countries on the
way from Africa and Middle East are being investigated. A number of expats' local initiatives aimed at providing migrants' interests
and rights by countries of origin are being presented. Thus, the activities of both humanitarian initiatives of the expats, exiled politi-
cal parties operating in the host countries and local political forces of the diasporas are being emphasized.

Keywords: migration, the EU, Africa, Middle East, expat communities, sociology.

Introduction. The processes of migration in contempo-
rary world represent an integral part of social and economic
trends of international relations. During the XXth and in the
early XXlst centuries, the migration phenomenon in Europe
has been dictated by different conditions which were in
general shaped by political and economic prerequisites:
thus, the migration within the continent has been caused by
the outcomes of World War Two. In the middle of the
XXth century, migration flows have been brought to life by
the economic growth. In this respect, the need to accept
workers from the outside grew dramatically, for the existing
human resources turned out to be unable to embrace the
demand of the époque. What is more, the number of mi-
grants from Asia and Africa in these decades rose due to
the family reunification of employees from the third coun-
tries which had come to West Europe to seek work oppor-
tunities. In the late XXth century, the dramatic rise of mi-
grants from Central and East Europe has become the re-
sult of collapse of the USSR and Yugoslavia. Migrants from
the newly independent states arrived in the West Europe
either to seek asylum or to partake in the labor processes.
Today's migration to and within the European Union is
mostly characterized by the mixed migration — those are
the flows of foreign citizens who integrate in the European
labor market and the refugees moving to the EU states to
escape political oppression in their home states and (or) to
get asylum from military actions. Most of these migrants
arrive to the EU from the countries of Africa and Middle East
who come through the Mediterranean. In general, the follow-
ing routes of arrival from these regions can be specified:

1) Western — from North African with destination in
Spain, ltaly and France.

2) Eastern — from Maghreb with destination in Turkey,
Cyprus, Greece and Bulgaria.

3) Central — from Somalia, Ethiopia and Libya with des-
tination in Malta and ltaly.

Strategic Aims. The migration itself today is both the
source of globalization and opportunities and, at the same
time, the reason of ethnic reconstruction in Europe and a
potential threat to the regional stability. To this end, under-
standing migration — its nature, causes, and ways of control
and management is of great importance for the societies of
Europe. Therefore, the following working paper aims to
embrace the following issues:

1) Describe and learn the theoretical aspect of such
phenomenon as migration and underline the most im-
portant stages thereof.

2) Analyze the reasons that force African citizens to live
their homeland for good and take an overview of ways that
exist to make the process of arrival in Europe happen, le-
gally orillegally.

3) Provide a sociological and geographical image of
migrants entering Europe.

4) Observe the local initiatives undertaken by the mem-
bers of expat communities of migrants in Europe to pro-
mote interests of the vulnerable members of the community
in the spheres of cultural and social adaptation, participa-
tion in political life of the host country etc.

Recent Publications and Overviews. The issues of
contemporary migration trends have been subject to ob-
servation for numerous scholars worldwide. However, the
presented research relies heavily on the works of the aca-
demics and journalists from the EU, Africa, South America,
the USA and Ukraine. Thus, the issues of migrants' motiva-
tions to flee to Europe have been investigated by
R.Black [1], G. Carbone [2], A. Chepelenko [3],
C. Cummings [4], T. Hnatiuk [5] and K. Kuschminder [6]
in recent years. Such element of existing in the micro-
cosm of the host culture as expat communities is repre-
sented by the works of M. Aman [7] and J. Ho [8]. This
element, however, needs further academic development
in order to embrace the full image of issues and needs of
migrants dwelling in contemporary Europe, as well as of
the mechanisms existing for "self-help" provided by the
communities to the fellow-countrymen.

Study Material Delivery. First of all, understanding mi-
gration starts with the disambiguation of the term and of its
elements. One can summarize the phenomenon of migra-
tion as an umbrella term which implies the territorial dis-
placement of human beings weather within the borders of
the country of origin or beyond with the purpose to partake
in educational and / or labor process. To classify migration
based on its shapes, the following features may be used:

1) duration feature — which includes such types of
migration as irreversible migration (i.e. emigration, im-
migration and matrimonial migration), long-term migra-
tion (i.e. labor and / or educational migration), short-term
migration (i.e. that conducted for economic purposes)
and season migration (by its reasons quite similar to the
short-term migration;

2) motivation feature — which includes forced migration
(caused by danger to life — ecological disasters, warfare,
harassment by government agencies and therefore covers
such groups as asylum seekers and refugees) and volun-
tary migration (the result of free will which may be led by
economic, psychological and / or family reasons);

3) legal feature — which includes legal migration (docu-
mentary approved and confirmed by visa) and illegal migra-
tion (entering the country without the respective docu-
ments) [9, p. 21].

Today, international migration encompasses the largest
diversity of ethnic and cultural groups than ever before in
the history of mankind. Together with the USA, Europe now
concentrates about 64,2% of immigrants from the third
countries [3, p. 215]. The number of illegally unemployed
foreigners is rising, so does the number of migrants seek-
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ing family reunification. Also, both places of origin and des-
tination keep undergoing changes in comparison with the
previous époques.

When it comes to migration phenomenon, it is im-
portant to understand that today migrants have become an
important factor of both European and African policies.
Intensifying the process of international migration is a result
and a driving force of globalization at the same time, and,
when it comes do discovering migration issues in Europe,
both sides get pretty clear-cut. Thus, according to the In-
ternational Migration Report 2013, about 72, 4 million of
migrants lived in Europe by the early 2010s [10]. Among
them, approximately 33,5 million of immigrants came from
the third countries. According to Olena Malynovska, this
trend brings about the cultural and ethnic diversification
within Europe and pushes the general image of the conti-
nent towards such "classic" immigrant states as Canada,
Australia and the USA [11, p. 3]. Perhaps, the most im-
portant achievement of social developments of today which
also creates strong ties between the countries of origin and
destination countries is the rise of the social media phe-
nomenon, which additionally creates a term of "transmi-
grant", which stands for developing cultural, social, eco-
nomic, political, family and religious relations that, in its
turn, contributes to the process of globalization [12, p. 140].
Thus learning migration processes and issues encom-
passes unfolding a wide spectrum of relations in the
abovementioned spheres of life which contribute to shaping
the global image of contemporary society.

Since the XIXth century which marked the process of
mass emigration from Europe till today, the ways and forms
of migration from and to Europe have been changing dra-
matically. Between 1914 and 1945, the speed of globaliza-
tion narrowed due to the economic outcomes of the two
world wars, rising inflation, economic depression and politi-
cal instability [13, p. 214]. However, in the late 1940-s the
situation has undergone a 180-degree term when the vi-
brant economics of West and North Europe started to de-
mand numbers and numbers of new workers, including
those arriving from European non-member states and be-
yond — from Lebanon, Turkey, Jordan, Maghreb and North
Africa. In fact, these migrants were supposed to have been
a temporary measure to develop industry and economy in
general, the ended up being permanent migrants in the
end of the day. Also, the arrival of family members of re-
cruits to Europe promoted the process of migration from
Africa and Turkey. Therefore, West Europe has become a
recipient of human resources from the outside and a destina-
tion for foreigners. In its turn, due to the rise of immigrants
recruited within the labor markets of the West, these coun-
tries managed to have restored and ameliorated the national
productions. Since 1960s, labor migrants became an integral
part of economic life in many developed countries of the EU,
such as France, Austria, Germany, etc. Besides economic
opportunities, the migration process in the middle of
XXth century has been fed by the emergence of newly inde-
pendent states in the territories of the former imperial colo-
nies and warfare which led to the political changes therein
(exemplified by Vietnam, Afghanistan and Ethiopia).

However, after the petroleum crisis broke in 1973, the
governments of West European countries reduced the
number of human resources from the outside and from the
ex-colonies in the first place. This led to the sharpening of
the European migration policy and procedures of return of
the immigrants to their countries of origin. Nevertheless,
already in 1980s need for family reunification and receiving
education and qualification revived the migration processes
to the former metropolis [14, p. 63].

The following wave of migration that rose in 1990s has
led to another portion of changes in the process, namely —
the emergence of new types of migration (on the one hand,

highly qualified personnel in search of opportunities and,
on the other hand, of asylum seekers, refugees, illegal and
transit migrants), role changes of certain formerly states of
origin to the destination states (Spain, Portugal, ltaly,
Greece, later also accompanied by the formerly socialist
Slovakia, Hungary, Czech Republic and Poland), forced
migration etc. During this decade, about 60 % of immi-
grants in Italy came from the third countries, 27 % of them
originated from Africa — most of them from Morocco, Tuni-
sia and Senegal. The similar situation could be observed in
Spain, where the percentage of immigrants from the third
countries comprised about 53 %, with, again, the majority
coming from African continent, with the predominant part of
Moroccans arriving [5, p. 108].

In the late XXth and in early XXlst centuries, the most
principal reason of arrival to the EU is seeking asylum for
the dwellers of Africa and Middle East, whose countries of
origin (namely Libya, Syria, Iraq etc.) are suffering from
warfare, political instability and economic crises. 1992
and 2001 were the top years of asylum seekers' flows to
Europe, which also tends to reenergize in 2010s and in
early 2020s. Escaping from persecutions on the different
levels, from ideological to ethnic, numbers and numbers
of people are still forced to leave their countries of origin
and settle in Europe known for its respect to human rights
and economic opportunities.

Another trend of contemporary migration is the femini-
zation of the process worldwide. The general number of
female immigrants, mainly from Africa and Middle East, to
Europe today comprises about 51 % of all newcomers from
the outside [5, p. 245]. First of all, it is strongly connected
with the rise of the demand of females in specific spheres
of national labor markets, family reunification and general
emancipation. Feminization opens a wide range of oppor-
tunities in the sphere of international business, obtaining
independent income and keeping families. If talking about
the migration of females from third countries, the following
types of migrants shall be distinguished:

1) those migrating from rural areas for purpose of family
reunification;

2) those migrating from urban areas and having low labor
qualification for personal reasons (i. e. poverty, divorce etc.);

3) those who have obtained secondary-level and/or
higher education in search of job opportunities and not
being able to get work in their countries of origin;

4) those escaping from insurgence and / or warfare in
their countries of origin [5, p. 107].

However, it is also important to note that feminization
of international migration as well has a dark side, which
stands for menace of finding female migrants themselves
in sexually isolated, low qualified spheres of economy. In
these conditions, female migrants may become victims of
labor market discrimination and fail to receive descent
social guarantees.

The African continent today is the biggest supplier of
migrants worldwide. In 1960s — 1980s, first major increase
of Africans from Maghreb took place. In 2000s and 2010s,
the number of Africans living outside their home countries
rose from 21, 6 million of people to 32, 6 million respective-
ly [2, p.34]. Among North Africans, Europe is the most
preferred destination, when for Central, East, West and
Southern parts of the continent it is a runner-up to the in-
ternal African migration. The North has the higher level of
extra-continental migration as well (besides Europe, other
destinations like Gulf countries prevail among the migrants
from this part of Africa). A large number of West African
migrants (mainly from Ghana, Nigeria and Sierra Leone)
are oriented towards Europe, in particular towards Great
Britain. The West is also more into emigration sentiments
than the rest of the continent: in the late XXth century, this
region is reported to have produced 415 000 migrants to
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Europe by 1993 with the top four destination countries of
France (128 000), the UK (82 000), Germany (74 000) and
Italy (63 000) [1, p. 20].

The general image of African — European migration
has been massively influenced by the metropolis — colo-
nial status of the relations existing between the two conti-
nents for centuries. Back in times of colonial rule over
Africa, the European superpowers and their respective
colonies of the continent have created the inextricable
connection that continues to influence contemporary rela-
tions between Africa and Europe till now. Thus, migrants
from Sierra Leone, Gambia, Nigeria and Ghana are tradi-
tionally more adherent to enter the UK (with Italy and
Germany as runner-ups); those arriving from Angola,
Cape-Verde, Guinea-Bissau and Sao Tome and Principe
choose Portugal for the same reason. Migrants of Congo
still prefer Belgium, although the UK and France also ap-
peared among top destination states from this country. In
the case of Senegal and Mali; France as a former me-
tropolis is still attractive, and Italy and Spain became
popular among Senegalese as well and even topped the
metropolis country [2, p.34]. Such priority changes
through decades may be explained by the implementation
of the restrictive policies by the metropolis countries.

It is, however, important to admit that along with benefits
that European immigration may bring to Africa (such as re-
mittances sent by immigrants back home, strengthening
connections between the continents with the help of expat
communities), it is also accompanied by negative trends for
the countries of origin such as brain drain. For example, the
academia leaving for good from Nigeria resulted in dramatic
decline of quality and standards of higher education in the
country. Together with this trend, students also tend to emi-
grate because of limiting numbers of places in the local uni-
versities. Same can be said about Ethiopia, where about
three quarters of scholars and students who travelled abroad
for educational purposes, internship etc. haven't returned
home [1, p. 51], and so do Kenyans, in particular those stud-
ying and practicing medicine and biology. According to Rich-
ard Black, about 30000 Kenyans study abroad — in Europe,
Asia and North America, having faced serious difficulties in
getting into the academia back home [1, p. 58].

The trend of brain drain is not that new for Africa
though. For instance, Uganda was the major victim of this
phenomenon back in 1970s and 1980s when dozens of
medical workers, engineers and scholars were forced to
leave their home country to seek opportunities overseas,
mainly to the Anglo-Saxon countries. Today, about 30 % of
professionals per year in the sphere of medicine emigrate
for the same reason from Uganda [15, p. 4]. In 1980s,
Uganda has been losing about 75000 high-skilled profes-
sionals per year [1, p. 67].

To reach Europe and continue their path within new
opportunities, migrants from Africa use different routes and
choose different destination countries. The Eastern Medi-
terranean Route whose popularity gained momentum in
2008 passes through Turkey, Cyprus or Bulgaria with the
destination in Greece, namely Samos, Chios and Lesbos
and is mostly popular among Syrians, Somalians and Con-
golese. The Greek — Turkish path goes through Evros Riv-
er and proved to be a costly affair. According to the infor-
mation which came both from authorities and migrants
themselves, the crossing from Turkey to Greece costed
from 1000 to 3000 euro per person depending on the level
of safety of the vehicles used to transport Africans and
Middle Easterns through the route [6, p. 46]. In 2015, this
was the very path to let dozens of Lebanese and Jordani-
ans into South Europe being less dangerous that other
ways via Mediterranean. Among all those arriving through
this route, the majority comes from Middle East, namely

from Syria, who rather proceed through Balkans, whereas
only a part of migrants asks for asylum in Greece [4, p. 19].

Western Balkan Route proceeds from Turkey to Bulgaria
and Greece and then forwards via former Yugoslavian states
to Hungary and Austria, way to the North and is used mainly
by the migrants from Middle East and East Africa. When the
floods of migrants reached for the EU in 2015, thousands of
people from Middle East and Sub-Saharan Africa passed
through the territories of Serbia, Slovenia, Croatia and North
Macedonia, mainly with the aim to further reach Germany.
In Hungary, the majority of asylum seekers coming through
Montenegro and Serbia arrived from Eritrea and Somalia.
That year, it was the Western Balkan Route that gained
maximum media attention worldwide in the course of mi-
gration crisis. Among other routes, this particular one is the
most sensitive to illegal activities such as drug trafficking
and smuggling, inter alia the biggest issue is human traf-
ficking from Africa [16, p. 295].

The Central Mediterranean Route (also known as
Northern or Western) is the most popular channel for mi-
gration to Europe from East and Horn of Africa via Libya as
a transit country and Mediterranean with destination to
Italy. However, before arriving in Libya, the immigrants also
use a number of so-called semi-transit countries. In the
case of migrants from Ethiopia and Somaliland, they use
the territory of Sudan to move further. Already in Sudan,
three alternative routes to Libya are available: those of
Darfur, Northern Sudan and Chad. The capital of Sudan
remains an important hub for migrants where they can stay
for a year or two in order to get money to continue their
journey to Europe and to provide themselves for the start.
Later on, the route goes on through Sahara via Kurfa in
Libya. After arriving in Libya, migrants take boats to cross
the sea and arrive in Italy or Malta. However, out of these
two countries it is Italy that is more preferred by the mi-
grants with its geographical proximity to further destinations
such as Germany or France.

Besides Libya, which sank into the exhaustive civil war
in the mid-2010s, it is Egypt that has lately become a popu-
lar transit country within the Central Mediterranean Route.
Thus, in 2016 a great amount of migrants from Sudan,
Somalia, Eritrea and Ethiopia chose this country as a trans-
it hub before departing to Europe, along with Nigeriens who
have been staying in Libya shortly before the fall of Gadda-
fi. Also, huge numbers of detentions on the route have
been fixed, mainly from Nigeria, Guinea and Eritrea [17,
p. 26]. In general, the route remains extremely popular, in
particular, among the migrants from West Africa. Thus, 82,
897 people used this channel to leave the continent and
move to Europe [17, p. 26].

Also, regardless of sharp situation which erupted with a
Tuareg insurgency in 2012 and followed by international
intervention the following year and potential threat for
neighboring Burkina Faso and Nigeria, Mali nevertheless
remained another hub for migrants to Europe and hosted
384 000 refugees and displaced persons in 2017 [18,
p. 107]. Mali has gained the title of a transit hub from West
Africa to Europe (namely to ltaly) back in 1990s which,
although, did face serious competition with Libya. It is,
though, pretty clear-cut that Mali is definitely also contrib-
uting to the number of states of origin, again, due to the
security situation which basically remains as turbulent as it
was back in 2012 (see the charts of routes). Besides the
representatives of local population itself, the migration
flows from Mali as well include citizens of Nigeria, Senegal,
Guinea, Gambia and Ivory Coast. Thus, Senegalese pre-
vailed in this category especially between 2015 and 2017.

Three destination countries — Portugal, Spain and lItaly
— have been mostly flooded with migrants as of 2017. Dur-
ing 2017 and 2018, Italy and Spain have been contending
for a title of the most popular destination for African immi-
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grants. In sum, Italy and Spain host the biggest portion of
African migrants in South Europe. In both countries, the
number of male immigrants outweighs that of females
(175/100 in Spain and 148/100 in ltaly). In Portugal, the
smallest portion of Africans is hosted, but, on the other
hand, this state has the highest proportion of foreigners on
its territory (27 %). Also, here the gender balance is almost
harmonized with the ratio of males and females in 108/100
respectively [14, p. 19].

In North Europe, the popularity of destination countries
such as the UK, Germany, Belgium and Netherlands is
strongly connected with the previously mentioned issues of
demand of labor forces in the middle of the XXth century
and industrial development, as well as with the colonial
relations between the former metropolis and the colonies.
Even now, Belgium remains the attractive destination for
many Africans for reasons of historical past and for sharing
common linguistic culture: when arriving to these countries,
French speaking Africans prefer to settle in Brussels and
Walloina region. In particular, since 1958 when the World
exhibition took place in Brussels, Belgium started to shape
as an attractive destination for Congolese (although to
some extent it was regarded like that in the early XXth cen-
tury by the elites of Congo). During the XXth century, num-
bers and numbers of students from DR Congo stayed in
Belgium permanently seeking stability and further job op-
portunities. 1990s have become a crucial point for Congo-
lese to rush into Belgium from the collapsing state. Today,
Belgium hosts about 1 million of Congolese (although the
state of origin argues this figure to be underreported and
gives the number of 7 million of people) [19, p. 5]. Beside
Congolese, Rwandans and Moroccans are among top Afri-
can nations hosted by this state. Generally, Africans arriv-
ing to Belgium have gender balance, as figures of 1990s
showed, with the strict feminization of the process in 2000s
and in early 2010s [14, p. 70].

If taking Germany, the history of African immigrants
therein is dating back to the XIVth century and is connect-
ed with the arrival of Africans to serve in households. Dur-
ing centuries, African immigration to Germany was inspired
mainly by the expansion of the German power to East Afri-
ca, Tanzania, Namibia and Togo. However, it was again
the industrial development of the middle of the XXth centu-
ry that revived African migration to Germany, and reached
its height in the late 1970s and early 1980s, being caused
by the political and economic stagnation of the countries of
origin [20, p. 4]. In 2000s, African — German migration was
in the groove, bringing thousands of newcomers from the
continent, among which — those from Nigeria, Tunisia,
Egypt, Algeria, Cameroon, Morocco, South Africa and
Kenya. Today, a large number of Syrian refugees also cre-
ate a general image of the African community in Germany.

In Netherlands, Egyptians and Moroccans represent
the essential part of African immigrants. The biggest part of
Egyptians here are Copts and therefore were primarily mo-
tivated to arrive in Europe due to religious oppression back
home in 1960s. Financial and academic opportunities also
served as motivation for the Egyptians to emigrate else-
where. In 1980s, another massive portion of Egyptians
arrived in Netherlands to work in cooking business like their
predecessors in previous decades [8, p. 143]. However,
the majority of Egyptians here are also illegal immigrants,
and restricting migration policies by the government in
1990s lowered the popularity of Netherlands among the
newcomers from Egypt. Among Moroccans, the biggest
part of those arrived back in 1960s and in 1970s were labor
migrants, mostly low-educated and low-skilled. Their arrival
furtherly contributed to the process of family reunification.
As most of Egyptians, the Moroccans normally arrived ille-
gally, with the help of friends and / or family members. To-
day, Netherlands host about 160000 Moroccans (including

descendants of immigrants of previous waves). Beside
Moroccans, the ethnic groups of South Africans, Congo-
lese, Algerians and Cameroonians contribute to the mi-
grant diversity in Netherlands. As in the case of Belgium,
immigration from Africa to Netherlands felt the impact of
feminization of the process.

During early XXlst century, the biggest immigration in-
crement has been observed in Germany, France, lItaly,
Netherlands, Croatia, Denmark and the UK. Thus, in the
first years of the century Italy hosted the majority of African
immigrants from Ghana, Nigeria and Senegal, while France
and the UK followed Portugal in the receipt of citizens from
Guinea-Bissau and Cape Verde. Lastly, Germany became
the top host state for DRC and Nigeria. At the same time,
the internal attitude towards immigration within the UK,
France, Denmark, Croatia and Netherlands is likely to ad-
mit the overly high level of immigration. Viktor Yevdokymov
and Kateryna Shymanska argue that such increment to-
gether with the attitude towards thereof might arise from
the readiness of the European states to accept foreigners
on multiple levels — social, economic, ecological, infrastruc-
tural etc. Also, it is the public attitude towards the immi-
grants' matters in this respect, so does the density of their
expansion in the country, risks of xenophobia explosions
and potential threats of extremism [21, p. 57].

Generalizing the reception of immigrants from Africa to
Europe on the political level, it is important to outline some
specific features that mark the procedure of legal entering
the destination country and further settlement therein (case
study — South Europe). Thus, Portugal is more adherent to
accept migrants from its former colonies when it comes to
acquiring nationality of the destination state. Also Portugal
has signed a number of treaties with the Portuguese-
speaking states of Africa concerning regulation of illegal
migration processes [14, p. 20].

If talking about the most principal reason that forces the
citizens from the third countries to leave their homeland
and migrate, the most influential factor is warfare, either
within the framework of "frozen" or renewed internal con-
flicts. The latter brings a series of crises, including econom-
ic downfall, descending of the GDP, extensive agrarian
sector, low salaries and high unemployment, as well as
poverty and low life standards [22, p. 91]. Due to military
conflicts, over 79% of immigrants worldwide originated
from Syria, Afghanistan, Somalia, Sudan, South Sudan,
DRC, CAR, Eritrea and Burundi [23, p. 33]. Also, 1,3 million
of citizens from Sierra Leone alone have been displaced as
a result of long nerve-racking civil war [1, p. 38], and so
were thousands of Rwandans escaping from genocide of
1990s. Last but not least, the collapse of Somalia provoked
the exodus of citizens to Europe and North America.

The events of "Arab Spring" and war in Syria brought
about another huge flow of migrants — refugees to Europe.
During 2012 and 3013, the formerly reduced number of
applications for asylum rose to the figure of 335 895 and
434 160 respectively, which was the maximal quantity as
for the early XXlst century [11, p. 8]. The 50,5 thousands of
applications came from Syria, the majority of which have
been allowed either through granting refugee status or ad-
ditional forms of assistance, or through the approval of stay
on humanitarian purposes. The biggest number of asylum
seekers during this time has been accepted by Germany,
France and Sweden.

Speaking about the motivation of African migrants to
enter Europe, job opportunities are mostly as crucial as
military actions back home. In the case of Nigeria, emigra-
tion is strongly connected with the labor itself being under-
rated in comparison with the land's and capital's value. The
surveys held among Africans show that the migrants (most-
ly youth) are motivated to leave for good to escape poverty
and unemployment and get working opportunities. Also, it
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is the social group possessing property and resources to
provide themselves (as shown by Senegal and Congo)
which is more likely to live the continent [2, p. 40]. Say,
regardless of a much bigger economic potential of Nigeria
above its West African neighbors, its government fails to
deliver basic goods for the people of its own country, or to
focus on most potentially profitable spheres of economy.
The country did possess the financial resources to invest in
and to develop agrarian sector back in 1970s, but the gov-
ernment preferred to concentrate on the industrial sector
instead, but failed to have completed the difficult task of
putting the Nigerian economy on the industrial rails. This
issue therefore created all the prerequisites for internal
migration in Nigeria first, and for the European migration
furtherly. In the urban areas which to some extent ab-
sorbed migrants from the rural parts of the country, the
culture of emigration abroad has been cultivating for dec-
ades. Promises for better life and jobs flourishing within
the framework of the urban culture promoted emigration
from Nigeria (mostly from its southern part) to Europe
which provides good economy and therefore plenty of
opportunities for business [24, p. 18]. To this end, under-
estimation of labor and lack of adequate economic man-
agement combined with emigration aspirations in the ur-
ban area contribute to shaping all necessary conditions for
flows of job seekers to Europe.

Like in Nigeria, in Mali the reason to migrate has also
been shaped during the middle of the XXth century by the
economic downfall, growing population and shortage of
supplies, basically food. Besides typical for Africa rural-to-
urban transitions, Malians largely moved abroad, to France
in the first place. In 2000s, the country faced a serious fis-
cal crisis which badly affected working places and social
stability in general. Together with the closure of opportuni-
ties to migrate within the region with the civil war in Ivory
Coast, the Malians rushed to Europe.

Obviously, that general idea of ameliorating personal
economic and living standards also goes hand in hand with
the governmental inability to provide its own citizens with
basic economic goods, i.e. electricity and infrastructure,
social guarantees etc. In this respect, the vast majority of
potential migrants to Europe (case study — Nigeria) have
obtained post-secondary education, are younger than 35
and normally live in urban areas [25, p. 2]. According to
Afrobarometer data, the division of contemplators may be
shown in dependence of the education level of potential
emigrants. Thus, educated youth of Africa is way more into
migration, and is driven normally by career opportunities.
This trend has been relevant since 1980s, when the vast
majority of migrants from Africa to Europe were students
(case study — Nigeria and Congo to the UK and Belgium,
respectively) [26, p.182]. This group, however, is not al-
ways able to succeed in this via official immigrant chan-
nels, therefore being forced to use alternative routes of
getting access to Europe with the help of calling for asylum
of even moving illegally [27, p. 247]. Today, about 18 % of
Nigerians live in Europe, who normally arrive to the conti-
nent via Libya with further destination in Italy. Since 2018,

however, the numbers of those arriving from Nigeria to Italy
has fallen dramatically (the drop took place from 37551 as
of 2016 to 1300 persons in 2018) [24, p. 17]. But his trend
has nothing to do with the drop of those motivated to
change their living conditions for better; it is rather dictated
by the implementation of restrictive policy in Italy — the
"portal to Europe" for Nigeria.

Although no small amount of immigrants from Africa are
young students and scholars with qualification required to
succeed in their craft abroad, thousands of migrants are
mostly involved in specific spheres of labor in the lowest
levels of market. Typically, this rises from the low level of
education of the immigrants and / or from low skills in their
occupation. If taking immigrants from Portugal, one can
see a descent number of Africans in the non- or low-
qualified job segments. For example, over 90 % of female
immigrants from Cape Verde in Portugal are occupied in
the sphere of service which doesn't require high qualifica-
tion, and also in elementary occupations, when the majority
of males are engaged in construction activities. What is
more, the representatives of both sexes show mainly low
level of education. In Italy, about 72,6 % of female Cape
Verdeans are officially employed, again in the specific low-
qualified spheres of work — domestic service, hotel and
restaurant services etc. In Sicily, Africans are largely pre-
sented in the agricultural sector — Tunisians are quite popu-
lar in fishing and gardening [14, p. 25].

If talking about general level of education of immigrants
from Africa in South Europe, the Maghrebi show the poor-
est standards in this respect: low levels show up among
Moroccans in Spain and among Tunisians living in ltaly. As
a result of low education and likewise low qualification
standards, Maghrebi often turn to be poorly integrated into
the European labor market. With the doors to high salaries
and high qualified job being closed, immigrants from this
particular part of Africa mostly find themselves working in
low paid, non-prestigious and even dangerous spheres of
working. For males, elementary occupations, machine op-
erations and crafts are most spread types of occupation
given their poor school and professional portfolio. For fe-
males, everything regularly narrows down to service work
or sales works for the same reason.

Beside warfare and business, third portion of moving
forces for immigrants from Africa and Middle East was fam-
ily reunification. Back in XXth century, this was the very
reason to promote female migration flows, however, things
changed in time, so did the gender image of African and
Middle Eastern migrants. If the regular immigrant from the
continent in the early XXth was considered as single and
male, later on the rise of access to education of women
together with the general female emancipation. Speaking
about the Maghreb countries, the situation varies with de-
pendence of a status of a woman in society (which, accord-
ing to the data available, is better in Morocco and Tunisia,
whose top destination countries are Spain and Italy). The
general trend of female migration by African regions and in
Maghreb is shown in the following tables and charts:

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Female Emigration from Maghreb
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Speaking about the basic forms of legal activity of the
expat communities of immigrants from Africa and Middle
East, one can distinguish the following ways of expressing
and protecting their interests:

1) organizing protests and demonstrations;

2) holding the community-based political activities;

3) lobbying ethnic issues in policy of the destination
countries, inter alia on the parliamentary level (exemplified
by France, the UK and Germany).

These activities result in simplification the process of
adaptation and naturalization of immigrants in destination
states, contribute to giving vote on local elections thereto
and creating advisory bodies which give support to the
immigrants on numerous issues, including religious and

the UK

political [12, p. 147]. With the rise of means of electronic
communications, the process of organizing activities aimed
at lobbying and advocacy simplified and intensified at the
same time. Today, about 80 sites, social networks and
discussion platforms operate to support, inform and pro-
mote the interests of immigrants in the EU and deliver in-
formation about the situation in the countries of origin. Also,
the activity of expat communities highly contributes to de-
velopment in the countries of origin on multiple levels, i.e.
economic, educational, communication and image etc.
Thus, the following different groups of expat alliances can
be outlined based on their sphere of interest in the major
destination countries of Europe:
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In the sphere of community development and rural is-
sues, it is France that possesses the leading role among
the countries of the EU when it comes to the diversity and
activism of the expats: here, communities from Senegal,
Nigeria, Mali, Ghana, Maghreb, Somalia, Ethiopia, Kenya,
Zimbabwe, South Africa, Angola, Cameroon, Cape Verde
and DRC act to integrate numerous programs of develop-
ment aimed at promoting economic and social life of the
countries of origin via strategies being funded by the gov-
ernment of France itself [7, p. 10].

In a number of states of the EU, namely in France,
Germany, the UK, Belgium and Netherlands, the level of
political conscience of Muslim community keeps augment-
ing. The Muslims of Europe tend to fight their corners
through partaking in different ethnic and Muslim associa-
tions and social groups, as well as via entering present and
operating European political parties. Thus, some parties
shaped by the Muslim community even succeed in gaining
substantial public support during the local elections. For
example, one can mention Spanish Coalicion por Melilla
which managed to have gained 8 out of 25 seats in Melilla
during the election process of 2019, therefore being eligible
to shape a coalition government. Another party, Movement
for Dignity and Citizenship, also partook in the race in Ceuta
[30]. In general, both Ceuta and Melilla are the cities repre-
sentative from the viewpoint of holding interests of the Mus-
lim community, as far as both cities share land borders with
Morocco [31, p. 11]. First representative of the Muslim com-
munity was registered to take part in the election race in
Melilla back in 1993. In Granada, a Maghreb — Spanish pub-
lic activist and journalist founded The Partido Renacimeinto
y Unién Espafa (The Party of Revival and Union) in 2009
and proclaimed the aim of supporting interests of the Muslim
minority in the country. This party as well took part in the
election race municipal elections the following year [32].

In the Netherlands, the political party Denk founded by
the Turkish immigrants in 2014 also encompasses the
members of Maghreb stock and stands on fundamentalist
positions when it comes to integration and counteracting
with European culture [33, p. 2]. In France, The Equality
and Justice Party and Union of Muslim Democrats are the
voice of the Islamic community. The latter, founded in
2012, does have ideological divergences from the regular

political platforms of the Muslim parties: this, UMD spoke
against the rise of Muslim extremism and sounded adher-
ent to the principles of secularity of France [34].

It also makes sense to outline the impact of the exiled
and undesired political parties who left their home countries
after being heavily oppressed by the government. During
the first years of the XXIst century a monarchic union con-
sisting of representatives of Rwanda Pour Tous, Rwanda
Est Notre Avenir and Imboni was created in Belgium, and
later on, Rwandan Permanent Concentration of the Demo-
cratic Opposition of Rwanda was founded by the opposition
in 2000s, again, in Belgium [35, p. 191]. All these unions
that existed in exile stand for the "voice of reason" for the
expat communities of Rwandans in Europe and for 'voice
of freedom" for Rwanda itself, although being more popular
among expat communities, but not having received feed-
back from the people of country of origin.

Besides political parties consisting of Muslims from
Middle East and Maghreb which contribute to representing
the interests of immigrants in Europe, the expat communi-
ties' liaisons with the country of origin is also an important
aspect of European life of the immigrants. As an example,
one can name the Ministry of Malians Abroad which arose
in Mali in 2004. Having huge amount of remittances as a
contribution to the domestic economy, Mali created a sepa-
rate organ that stands for cooperation with the expats. In its
turn, the Ministry provides and motivates the financial and
cultural relations between the country of origin and destina-
tion countries, offering a number of services for the expats
in return (i.e. migration projects support etc.) [24, p. 25].
Such liaison is extremely essential for the countries of
origin, as soon as remittances represent a serious financial
power and support of the home countries which suffer from
economic decline. Beside Mali, it is Ghana who gets bene-
fits with the help of expat communities. Having a big dias-
pora in the Netherlands, Ghana receives substantial eco-
nomic help through remittances and contributes to the
general needs of the community [1, p. 34].

In addition, African expat communities create public
organizations to promote their interests in the destination
countries and protect the rights of representatives of the
community. In this, the expats of Sierra Leone prove to be
one of the most organized and motivated. For instance, in
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Great Britain the organization called Sierra Leonean
Women's Forum was created to provide assistance, in-
formation for the Sierra Leonean female population of
Great Britain, and also raise funds for necessary products
to be sent to the country [1, p. 41].

Last but not least, those are the expats who bridge the
societies of countries of origin and destination countries, in
particular in the sphere of education. Within the trends of
globalization, diaspora represents a specific driver which
crates the possibility to transmit the knowledge, opportuni-
ties and heritage between kin and host societies. The more
the expat community is integrated into the society of the
destination country, the more it can do to protect and pro-
mote the interests of Africans in Europe. Therefore, the
success of individual integration of immigrants is strongly
connected with the operational activities of the diaspora in
the spheres of politics, economics, culture and in social life in
general. Finally, it is globalization and access to media that
contributes to adaptation and general receipt of the immi-
grants in Europe. With the help of diaspora's effort combined
with the access to media at large, it is way more convenient
to promote objective image of Africa in Europe, and, there-
fore, ameliorate the general aspirations of the host societies
towards immigrants and, in prospective, create more space
for general tolerance among reluctant citizens of Europe [7,
p. 26]. In this sphere, a number of communities operate in
the most popular destination countries such as the UK,
France, Belgium and Spain, with some portion thereof in
Germany, Luxembourg and the Netherlands.

Conclusion. International migration has become a ma-
jor issue in the economic sphere of international relations in
the first place due to globalization and technological mod-
ernization. With the emergence of media opportunities and
information diffusion worldwide, the citizens of developing
countries obtained the possibility to learn more about the
living conditions and jobs available in the modern days'
superpowers. Therefore, the desire to change their lives for
better has stimulated the processes of migration to the EU
from the third countries, mostly from Africa and Middle
East. Also, being strongly tied on the mental level with their
former metropolis, the migrants from Africa get an exact
image of what and where exactly they want to reach. Com-
bined with the reasons beyond the control of the citizens of
the third countries such as warfare, political oppression,
climatic disasters etc., the process of migration has be-
come even more complex and requiring deep analysis.
Thus, understanding contemporary migration from Africa
and Middle East encompasses a large volume of elements
that create an image of a European immigrant, i.e. takes
into account the level of education and labor potential, age,
gender, religious beliefs, region of origin to provide a com-
prehensive view on migratory processes in Europe. The
institute of immigrants' communities aimed at adapting the
newcomers to the microcosm of destination states and at
promoting their rights and potential as well plays an im-
portant role in shaping perception of the "aliens” in the host
societies and, prospectively, reduce the pressure of suspi-
cion within the latter.

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THE EU'S BLACK SEA POLICY PRIORITIES
FOR THE UPCOMING DECADE

The European Union's interest in the Black Sea region, which has never been at the forefront of the EU's foreign policy agenda,
is dynamic demonstrated by the policy of a new, more powerful Union after Lisbon. Despite the urgency of the Black Sea's hard se-
curity issues stipulated by militarization of the region by Russia, the European Union is focusing on connectivity, sustainable devel-
opment, the blue economy and energy. It is this agenda that will determine the EU's policy in the region for the next decade. Under-

standing these priorities is important for shaping Ukraine's foreign policy, security, energy and environmental agendas.
Keywords: European Union, Black Sea region, Russia, agenda for Ukraine.

Problem statement. The significance of the Black Sea
region in the EU's foreign policy is stipulated by the acces-
sion to the Union in 2007 of the two Black Sea states —
Romania and Bulgaria. This implied gaining the access by
the EU to the region and the need emerged to develop its
own position and political priorities in the direction of the
Black Sea region. Factors of the second row for the shap-
ing and maintenance of the foreign policy agenda for the
region are the following: the policies of the EU's neighbors
and traditional rivals in the Black Sea (Russia and Turkey);
the desire of other littoral states (Ukraine and Georgia) to
join the Union. A number of important sea trade ports, the
largest of which is located in the EU Member State (Con-
stanta, Romania); the inflow of the Danube, the most im-
portant waterway in Central and Eastern European coun-
tries, into the Black Sea; the construction of energy pipe-
lines and cables via the Black Sea region.

The European Union perceives the region as a space
for cooperation to respond to the challenges of sustainable
development and a norm-based international order. The
Global Strategy for the EU's Foreign and Security Policy
2016 [1] calls for the development of such a cooperative
regional order. As one of the most powerful global leaders,
trade and investment centers, the Union exploits regional
cooperation platforms both to strengthen the social stability
of the regions themselves and to build their own capacity.
The Black Sea format of regional cooperation complements
other formats, such as the Northern Dimension, coopera-
tion around the Adriatic, lonian, Baltic, Mediterranean Seas
and Atlantic Ocean.

These and other issues shape the priorities of the EU
policy towards the region. Understanding the perception of
the region by the EU, the priorities of its policy gives an
opportunity for the littoral states (including Ukraine) to con-
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struct proper expectations from the EU policy as well as
shaping their proposals for the contributions into the re-
gion's development.

Goal of the article. The main goal of the article is di-
rected at illustration of the EU policy towards the Black Sea
region evolution from perception of the region as a periph-
ery to attributing it more significant role and shaping the
latest priorities of the Union which will determine its foreign
policy for the next decade.

Analysis of the recent sources. The splash of publica-
tions analyzing the EU Black sea policy preceded or fol-
lowed the entrance into force of the Lisbon treaty in 2009
which pushed forward the EU regional policies. The publi-
cations analyzed which approach the EU should initiate
towards the region where Russia had been testing the "ge-
opolitical regionalism". The proposal addressed the "trans-
formative" and "compensatory" regionalism for the EU [2].
The majority of publications came from the littoral states
which were direct addresses of the EU policy [3; 4]. Recent
decade the attention and interest towards the analysis of
the EU Black Sea policy decreased that is stipulated by the
development of alternative regional projects by the EU and
shifts in security and geopolitical environment. Still recent
years the region obtains new dimensions in the EU policy
with its economic, energy, environmental attractiveness
that is left beyond the academic publications and this lack
the present article aims to cover.

Main body of the text. The extension of the EU policy to
the Black Sea region was initially considered within the con-
cept of transformational regionalism, interpreting the EU's
transformational power as a number of normative, technical
and material instruments offered to partners for cooperation
in order to achieve desired transformations [5, p. 5] (e. g.
introduction of European standards and norms in different
areas). Meanwhile another perspective favoured the concept
of compensatory regionalism [2] understanding it as a provi-
sion to certain partners-neighbours of benefits from coopera-
tion that would perform a compensation function for the ex-
clusion from the processes of integration (for those whom
the EU does not see among its members).

The Black Sea region is seen by the EU as communi-
cative proven by being included into the Draft Strategy
Connecting Europe and Asia — Building blocks for an EU
strategy (Ne 12720/18 of 15.10.2018) [6] with an empha-
sis on its connecting role and the importance of maritime
transport. The region is also closely linked to the EU's
strategy for Central Asia. In the context of cooperation in
the Black Sea region on the road between Europe and
Asia, the EU Council emphasizes four priorities: transport,
energy, digitalisation and contacts. At the same time, the
Black Sea region together with the Mediterranean and
Central Asia are perceived by the EU through the prism of
challenges they pose as a corridor for the illegal supply of
drugs, smuggling, resource provision to terrorist groups,
illegal migration etc.

The European Union is very cautious in putting forward
and implementing initiatives for the Black Sea region, rec-
ognizing that the Black Sea is a closed (inland) sea of litto-
ral states and therefore, initiatives must come from within
the region itself. At the same time, the Black Sea region is
very heterogeneous, including two EU member states
(Bulgaria and Romania), Eastern Partnership member
states (Ukraine, Moldova, Georgia, Armenia, Azerbaijan), a
candidate state (Turkey) and an important strategic EU
partner — Russia. The countries of the region are involved
in a number of structures and initiatives — the Eastern Part-
nership program, the Three Seas Initiative, the Black Sea
Economic Cooperation Organization (BSEC), the Black
Sea Commission, the Black Sea Euroregion, the Black Sea

Harmony initiative. This environment neither produce the
unified formats of cooperation both from the states of the
region as well as the EU, nor facilitate the development of
a unified EU policy towards the region, that definitely
affects the quality and depth of cooperation.

The EU's Black Sea region includes not only littoral
states (like Ukraine, Romania, Bulgaria, Turkey, Georgia,
Russia), but also states that have historically and geo-
graphically always been associated with economic and
political processes in the region (like Greece, Moldova,
Armenia, Azerbaijan).

The EU Black Sea policy is developed and implemented
as a component of the European Neighborhood Policy (ENP).

The first step of the EU in building relations with the
countries of the region and within the region was the Black
Sea Synergy initiative, set out in the Proposal of the Euro-
pean Commission to the EU Council and the European
Parliament "Black Sea Synergy — New Regional Coopera-
tion Initiative" (April 11, 2007) [7]. This initiative is not a
separate EU strategy, it is also a part of the European
Neighborhood Policy, funded by its fund and provides for
the development of mutual cooperation within the region
and between the countries of the region and the EU. The
official start of the Black Sea Synergy was given at a minis-
terial conference in Kyiv in February 2008. Prior to that,
relations with the countries of the region developed mainly
through partnership and cooperation agreements.

On the way of implementation of the Black Sea Syner-
gy, the EU does not aim to establish new institutional
mechanisms, but instead defines the functional areas of
multilateral cooperation as following:

e democratization, good governance and respect for
human rights. Supporting regional initiatives through the
dissemination of their own experience (training, exchange
of experience) to promote respect for human rights and the
establishment of good governance in the countries of the
region. Black Sea forums of representatives of civil society
organizations are held annually to discuss issues of devel-
opment, anti-corruption measures, ensuring the rights of
children and youth;

¢ strengthening border controls in order to reduce the
level of such threats as trafficking in human beings, trade in
weapons and drugs, organized crime, terrorist activities,
illegal migration;

e settlement of protracted conflicts by overcoming the
deficit of economic growth, social cohesion, building confi-
dence-building measures (the EU has been active in set-
tling the conflict in Transnistria, Nagorno-Karabakh, the
Russian-Georgian war and the Russian-Ukrainian war. In
particular, the EU took part in the Geneva negotiating for-
mat on the conflict resolution while Germany and France
are key states in the Normandy negotiating format, and
restrictive measures imposed by the EU aim at deterring
Russia's policy.

Both the EU Global Strategy 2016 and a number of
other documents of the EU Council condemn the illegal
annexation of Crimea by Russia, emphasize the support for
the sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine, freedom
of navigation in the Black Sea. The special EU voice goes
to the compliance with the norms of international law in the
Black Sea region as a guarantee of harmonious coopera-
tion in the region.

Romania has been a major promoter of an enhanced
EU-NATO response to Russia's militarization of the
Black Sea. Romanian 2016 Initiative regarding the for-
mation of a multinational Black Sea Fleet [8, P.14] for
enhanced patrols has not been implemented, inter alia,
due to the refusal of Bulgaria;
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e security of energy supply, which should ensure un-
interrupted supply of Black Sea-Caspian energy resources
to EU member states, and diversification of supplies.

The Treaty on the European Energy Community is ex-
tended to Ukraine, Moldova, Georgia, while Turkey has an
observer status. Legal and regulatory harmonization should
be facilitated by the Baku Initiative (involving all Black Sea
coastal states and all former Soviet republics except the
Baltic states), which aims at creating an integrated energy
market with common legal and technical standards,
strengthening security of energy supply through expansion
and modernization of existing infrastructure.

Among the infrastructural projects is the construction of
the Trans-Caspian-Black Sea Energy Corridor to transport
Central Asian gas to the EU. The use of the Black Sea by
the European Union to transport Central Asian and Cauca-
sian oil and gas to the EU encounters an active energy
policy of Russia and Turkey. Thus, the fiasco of two com-
peting gas pipeline projects — the EU initiative Nabucco
and the Russian initiative South Stream in 2013 and 2014,
as well as the launch of the Blue Stream gas pipeline from
Russia to Turkey are symptomatic examples of competi-
tion. At the same time, the launch of the TANAP gas pipe-
line in 2019 for the transportation of gas from Azerbaijan
via Turkey to Europe and its connection to the Trans-
Adriatic Pipeline have become a successful example of the
EU's diversification of its own energy dependence on gas
supplies from Russia through the Black Sea region.

The Bruja gas pipeline as a part of the Southern Gas
Corridor is seen in the EU as a new export route for the fu-
ture developments in the Black Sea, primarily near Romania.
The Bruya gas pipeline starts from the southern part of the
country and extends to the western, in fact, to the Hungari-
an-Serbian border. It is a part of the future Bulgarian, Roma-
nian, Hungarian and Austrian gas interconnector and will
connect the Bulgarian and Hungarian gas pipelines.

Romania intends to increase gas production from the
Black Sea shelf in the near future. The Deep Neptune pro-
ject has already been launched by OMV and ExxonMobil. It
will allow Romania not only to satisfy its own gas needs, but
also to export gas to neighboring Hungary. Unlike Romania,
Bulgaria does not have its own gas storage facilities, which
make it difficult to diversify gas supplies from Russia.

At the same time, over the last ten years, due to the eco-
nomic crisis, the rebalancing of players at the energy market,
the share of gas transported by pipelines has fallen signifi-
cantly. Instead, increasing attention is being paid to liquefied
natural gas (LNG) and the construction of LNG terminals,
which are in short supply on the Black Sea coast.

In this context, the Black Sea plays a special role in the
Three Seas Initiative (Adriatic, Baltic, Black Seas). The
project is not the EU initiative but was proposed by its
members — Poland and Croatia in 2015. It provides for the
establishment of communication between the north and
south of Europe through the development of gas pipelines,
railways, roads, and power grids. The development of LNG
terminals in Poland and Croatia is a good example for the
Black Sea countries.

The EU is enhancing its attention to alternative energy
sources by supporting relevant projects in Romania and
Bulgaria, in particular in the field of wind energy on the
Black Sea coast.

e transport (priority — combination of trans-European
networks with transport communications of the Black Sea
states. Special emphasis is made on the TRACECA pro-
ject, launched in 1993, the Europe-Caucasus-Asia
transport corridor project, which aims at connecting the
Black Sea-Caspian Basin states and the EU by roads, rail-
ways, air and marine communication lines using granting

technical assistance. The EU 2001 Motorways of the Sea
project [9] envisages among four directions the connection
of the countries of South-Eastern Europe with the Black
Sea through the establishment of connections between
seaports, development of infrastructure, cargo terminals,
logistics platforms);

o fishing (protection, effective management, storage,
research, data collection);

e environmental protection (with a focus on respond-
ing to climate change and water quality deterioration, waste
management, industrial water and air pollution. The focus
is also made on building a network of clusters of cross-
sectoral cooperation between industry, service providers
and research institutions);

¢ trade, educational and scientific cooperation;

e cross-border cooperation (between local authorities,
non-governmental organizations, business associations).

The European Commission assesses the development
of the Black Sea Synergy initiative in three of its reports.
The last report approved on March 5, 2019 (for the period
2015-2018) [10], emphasizes the growth of the blue or
maritime economy and cooperation in the direction of a
common integrated maritime policy, maritime research and
innovation; renewable energy sources; security of the
Black Sea ecosystem.

In 2010 within the framework of the Black Sea Synergy,
the Black Sea Environmental Partnership initiative was
launched in order to respond to common environmental
challenges in the region. The EU's further work with part-
ners has largely focused on protecting and conserving the
Black Sea ecosystem. The main instrument for the protec-
tion of the marine environment of the Black Sea region
remains the EU Marine Strategy Framework Directive of
2008 (applies to Romania and Bulgaria as members of the
EU, as well as to Ukraine and Georgia in the context of the
Association Agreements).

Important tools for the development of the EU Black
Sea policy were adopted in May 2019. The Common Mari-
time Agenda and the Blue Economy Partnership Strategic
Research and Innovation Agenda serve as the basis for the
allocation of funding by both the EU and national govern-
ments and international investors. Common Maritime
Agenda [11] supported on May 21, 2019 by Bulgaria, Ro-
mania, Ukraine, Moldova, Georgia, Turkey, Russia (based
on the Ministerial Declaration on the Common Maritime
Agenda for the Black Sea, Burgas, May 31, 2018 laid the
framework for further narrower and deeper projects and
funding. This initiative finalized the priorities of the Roma-
nian Presidency in the Council of the EU and was sup-
posed to regulate the most promising and most successful
areas of development interesting both to the EU and part-
ner countries. Cooperation within the initiative is carried out
through the coordinator and the Ad Hoc Steering Commit-
tee. Ministerial meetings are also held when needed.

The main objectives of the Maritime Agenda are:

1. a healthy ecosystem of the Black Sea, which implies
the following priorities:

e study, monitoring and prediction of the state and
changes of the ecosystem, identification of areas in need of
protection;

e combating marine pollution with plastic wastes (focus
on education and awareness-raising; implementation of the
Regional Action Plan on Black Sea Waste Pollution, Preven-
tion of Pollution the sources for which are ports and ships);

e development of sustainable fisheries and aquacul-
ture in the Black Sea region (regulatory rules are devel-
oped by the General Fisheries Commission for the Mediter-
ranean (FAO) a member of which the EU is. The Commis-
sion is considered by the EU as the best platform for dis-
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cussing and choosing regulatory measures for fishing in
the Black Sea region (receives annual grants from the EU);
a Black Sea group has been set up as a subsidiary body to
the Commission);

e support of the innovative infrastructure of marine re-
search in the Black Sea region; dissemination of knowledge
and information about the Black Sea ecosystem;

2. Development of a sustainable blue (or marine)
economy (the implementation of this goal is based on the
document Blue Growth Initiative for Research and Inno-
vation in the Black Sea, Burgas, 2018) [12]. Implementa-
tion priorities are:

e development of innovative business models, stimu-
lation of research, in particular: introduction of innovations
in the field of marine technologies and biotechnologies;
research in the field of renewable energy, sustainable fish-
eries and other food sources;

e attraction of investments, strengthening of transport
and digital communication between the states of the region
(green and safe navigation, eco-ports, promotion of substi-
tution of oil as a fuel for vessels by liquefied and com-
pressed natural gas);

e promotion of skills and career growth in the blue
economy;

3. intensification of investments in the blue economy of
the Black Sea region; promotion of entrepreneurial activity
and development of clusters in the maritime sphere.

In support of the Common Maritime Agenda, the Agen-
da for Blue Economy Growth Strategic Research and Inno-
vation Agenda in the Black Sea Region was launched in
Bucharest in May 2019. lts four pillars are the exchange of
knowledge about the Black Sea ecosystem, promoting the
blue economy of the Black Sea region, developing support
and research systems to build innovative infrastructure,
training professionals who can work effectively and pro-
mote the blue economy.

The European Commission has proposed the launch
of "Measures for the growth of the blue economy in the
Black Sea region" to support maritime cooperation be-
tween member states, finding sources and policy ap-
proaches for the blue economy. Practical assistance is
provided by the European Maritime Safety Agency. The
EU actively supports the European Network for Maritime
Observation and Data Collection.

Due to the fact that a number of European Union coun-
tries are states of the Danube basin, the EU's attention to
Black Sea cooperation is explained among other issues by
the confluence of the Danube and the Black Sea. The EU
Strategy for the Danube Region (2011) correlates with the
EU's activities in the Black Sea region. So far, common
challenges for the Danube macro-region and the Black Sea
region are connections (transport and energy infrastruc-
ture, tourism and contacts); environmental protection (wa-
ter quality and water management, environmental risks,
biodiversity); socio-economic aspects (knowledge society,
education and skills development, competition); institutional
capacity and security. Increasing the number of freight
transport on the Danube involves the development of exist-
ing and development of new ports on the Black Sea coast.

At the institutional level, the EU supports a multilateral
dialogue with the Black Sea Economic Cooperation
(BSEC), which is of particular interest to the EU due to
membership of the Western Balkan states (Albania and
Serbia) in BSEC, which connects the space between the
Black and Adriatic Seas.

The EU can get more legal instruments to strengthen
EU activity in the Black Sea region by acceding to the 1992
Convention on the Protection of the Black Sea against Pol-

lution (Bucharest Convention) and its intergovernmental
body — the Black Sea Commission, that the EU has been
striving for since 2009.

In conclusion it worth mentioning that nowadays the
major priority approach of the EU towards a broad Black
Sea region is not hard security stipulated by the Russia's
attempt of illegal annexation of Crimea and further milita-
rization of the Black Sea basin. These issues are left for
the NATO and the US consideration while the EU focuses
on energy issues connecting the region with the Baltic
and Mediterranean Seas shaping a broad map; formation
of new connections; blue economy and environmental
protection support.

Today, the Black Sea region remains an arena of inter-
section of mutually exclusive and intersecting interests and
initiatives for cooperation, primarily energy. This compli-
cates their implementation at the multilateral level, leaving
the dominant bilateral formats of cooperation in which the
individual interests of players are satisfied.

The European Union initiates cooperation in the Black
Sea region, primarily involving a bottom-up approach, when
initiatives and projects are put forward from within the region
with the involvement of NGOs and local businesses in order
to implement certain priorities, which are: maintaining stabil-
ity and security in its south-eastern borders, sustainable de-
velopment, growth of the blue economy, protection of the
Black Sea ecosystem, development of energy projects.

The main promoters of the EU's involvement in the
Black Sea region are the coastal states — Romania and
Bulgaria, which are dedicated to their respective presiden-
cies in the EU Council on regional issues.

CHINESE-UKRAINIAN INTERSTATE RELATIONS:
PRECONDITIONS, INFLUENCE OF INTERNAL AND EXTERNAL FACTORS

The article considers the preconditions for the formation of Chinese-Ukrainian interstate relations, analyzes the development of cooperation be-
tween Ukraine and China during the term of six presidents of Ukraine, and conditionally identifies eight stages in the evolution of relations. A study
of domestic and foreign policy factors that determined the course of Ukraine's foreign policy towards China since the beginning of the first political
contacts between the states was conducted. The main documents governing political relations between Ukraine and China were identified.

Keywords: Ukraine, China, Ukrainian-Chinese relations, foreign policy, internal and external factors, political relations, legal framework.
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LOGICAL DIMENSIONS OF ECONOMIC RISKS

The article examines the economic nature of risks due to the interaction of local (internal and external) and global factors that
influence the course of economic events. Logical dimensions of economic risks are considered mainly in the context of
probabilistic approaches formulated by K. Popper and J.M. Keynes. Applied aspects are analysed on the basis of the Bayes
conditional probability theorem and decision theory, which considers the maximisation of the expected value, the maximisation
of the expected monetary value and the maximisation of the expected utility.

Keywords: risk, uncertainty, probability, logical probability, logical proximity, risk analysis.

Formulation of the problem. Studies of the problem of
risk were initiated in economic works (F. Knight) and in
scientific works on probability and statistics (T. Bayes,
D. Bernoulli, P. S. Laplace, K. Pearson, etc.). They consid-
er a set of factors of any system, including economic, ana-
lyse the relationship between them, study trends, patterns
of their behaviour in the context of the probability of eco-
nomic, social, technological, environmental risks, and so
on. A priori logical-mathematical probabilistic approaches
or statistical groupings are used at that. J. M. Keynes ex-
plored the question of probability, paying more attention in
his economic works to the problem of uncertainty, being
the one of the main principles of his scientific doctrine. In
modern risk management, Bayesian approaches and tools
of fuzzy logic predominate.

Research methodology. To clarify probabilistic ap-
proaches in the riskology system, it is essential to consider
the basic principles and economic nature of economic
risks. The essence of economic risk, its forms of manifesta-
tion are determined by the content and nature of the sys-
tem of economic relations of the appropriate hierarchical
level — from a household to global supersystems. Thus, the
neoclassical scientific school prefers the micro level; con-
sidering individual behaviour and risks in conditions of lim-
ited resources, Keynesian and post-Keynesian schools of
thought use a holistic methodology, analysing holistic eco-
nomic systems and macro-level risks. Behavioural concept
gravitates to normative economics, uses an interdiscipli-
nary approach based on a combination of economics and
psychology [9; 7]. The elements of decision theory, where
economic risk is considered through the prism of the cogni-
tive and psychological capabilities of the subjects to make
decisions, may be noticeable in it.

The article aims to clarify the nature, economic content
of risks, justify the need to use logical concepts, methods,
techniques for identifying risks and their consequences.

Key findings. The existing dialectical relationship be-
tween risk and uncertainty is unquestionable, but they have
different quantitative characteristics. Uncertainty had not
had any quantitative measurements for a long time while
manifesting qualitative differences, in particular S. Hawking
and L. Mlodinow use the term 'fundamental uncertainty' [8,
p. 78-79]. At the same time, last century meteorologists
proposed four methods for measuring uncertainty. One of
them includes the standard deviation, expressed in the
probability density functions based on experience or other
information [12, p. 25]. Quantitative risk parameters have
mostly probabilistic and statistical dimensions. In addition,
the literature uses the relationship between the concepts of
risk-ignorance-uncertainty [7, p. 5-6; 11, p. 133-134]. Un-
der risk, the probability of certain consequences is as-

sumed; for ignorance — the probability is either unknown or
does not exist; uncertainty is articulated as a synonym for
ignorance or in a broad sense includes both risk and igno-
rance with an unknown probability.

Therefore, the economic nature of risks is conditional
upon the uncertainty, stochasticity of internal and external
economic processes, on the one hand, and the impact of
a number of global factors on the economy, on the other
hand, the most striking example of which is the current
coronavirus pandemic. Taxonomy and classification of
internal risks is based on the qualitative and quantitative
composition of the economic system of the country, when
the main components of its structure — labour, capital,
property, resources, institutions, technologies and more —
are considered. In the labour subsystem, the risks are
associated with the problem of unemployment, the quality
of the workforce, with various social movements, with
migration processes. In the area of capital, there are risks
of profitability, adequate dividend policy, repatriation of
profits, deficits or imbalances in the sectoral and territorial
distribution of investments. Property risks may be caused
by nationalisation and expropriation of means of produc-
tion, outdated fixed assets and infrastructure, low effi-
ciency of state property, insufficient level of public-private
partnership. The resource subsystem creates risks of
depletion of certain types of resources, financial compo-
nent deficit, reliability of food security of the population,
risks of outflow or reduction of the intellectual resources
level. The institutional area generates risks of incon-
sistency between the positive and normative vision of the
economy, inadequacy of economic policy to the challeng-
es and tasks of sustainable development, lack of proper
trust in society, flourishing of a shadow economy, legisla-
tive and legal systems imperfection. The technological
aspect includes the risk of technological backwardness in
the context of the 4™ industrial revolution requirements,
pushing to peripheral positions in world technological de-
velopment, the formation of a technological gap in com-
parison with the leading industrialised countries. The
economic nature of internal risks is also determined by
the content and nature of the sectoral and territorial struc-
ture of the economy, the development of production and
market infrastructure.

External risks are related to the level of openness of
the national economy, its participation in the system of
international division of labour (trade, investment, tech-
nology, finance, labour migration), membership in interna-
tional integration associations and international economic
and financial organisations. The experience of recent
decades shows that the country's presence in interna-
tional institutions, groups or close cooperation with the
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latter, makes it possible to mitigate the crisis by obtaining
loans, credits, free aid.

The following types of economic risks are distinguished
in aggregate form: financial, physical (sectoral), environ-
mental, technological [2, p. 153—154].

A generalized, widespread, somewhat simplified defini-
tion of economic risk, which is determined by the above-
mentioned economic processes and factors, is considered
to be "the possibility (probability) of deviating from the ob-
jective for which the decision was made". Such deviations
may be observed at all levels of the economic system —
from the household to the global economic dimensions. In
the context of the current article, the interpretation of risk
as "a combination of a chance event with negative conse-
quences and the probability for that event" is close in
meaning [3, p. 4]. The one-sidedness of this definition is to
emphasize the negative results while positive economic
risks (additional income, increase in investment income,
financial transactions, etc.) exist.

Economic risk is defined by such functions as analyti-
cal, innovative, regulatory and protective. The analytical
function arises from the behavioural concept, where the
subject of the economic process analyses the situation and
builds alternative preferences based on the neoclassical
theory of rational expectations, which considers the whole
array of available information. The innovative function is
substantiated in the works of J. Schumpeter. It envisages
the renewal of production as a result of so-called "creative
destruction growth", when crises affect entire sectors of the
economy (British coal industry in the 80s of the twentieth
century, heavy industry in Germany in the last quarter of
the twentieth century, etc.). Instead, new industries are
evolving: electronics, computer technology, instrument
engineering, robotics, artificial intelligence, and more. The
regulatory function is manifested mostly at the level of a
firm, an enterprise, when regulation is based on the risk
management concept, which involves analysing the ratio
of possible positive and negative consequences of risky
economic and financial transactions. The protective func-
tion has an institutional dimension. It entitles the business
entity to open a window of opportunity for risky transac-
tions, on the one hand, and creates the preconditions for
risk insurance, on the other.

While studying the problem of risks, such general prin-
ciples as argumentation, reliability, universality and objec-
tivity are used. The International Organization for Standard-
ization offers 31 methods of risk analysis, mostly of an ap-
plied, practical nature in the context of their sources (caus-
es), probability, ranking, determination of consequences,
prevention mechanisms, risk negative impact mitigation,
etc. The basic principles of risk management are proposed,
such as avoiding unwanted risk, risk analysis at appropri-
ate levels, risk perception in case of revenues exceeding
costs, use of risk management at all levels of planning.

The basic logic of identifying, assessing and control-
ling a risk situation involves performing five successive
stages (steps). In the first stage, the real and potential
possibilities of the consequences of the risks are clarified.
The main purpose of this step is to identify the maximum
possible range of risks.

The second step is to assess the risks in the context of
the probability of possible losses. Quantitative and qualita-
tive parameters that determine the level of risk given the
specific hazard are defined. This step determines the prob-
ability and severity of an adverse event that could occur in
light of the above results.

In the third stage, risk control measures are analysed.
Specific strategies and mechanisms that reduce, mitigate
or eliminate risk are explored. With effective control, it is
possible to reduce or neutralize the assessed risk under
three components: probability, severity and impact.

The fourth step results from the previous one and in-
volves monitoring on the basis of preliminary data and
mechanisms to determine the level of final risk in the
examined areas.

Finally, the fifth stage focuses on monitoring and verify-
ing the life cycle of a system or an activity. Executors of all
levels shall perform their respective functions in ensuring
constant and reliable control, under which economic pro-
cesses are periodically examined, the level of effectiveness
of risk control is measured.

At one time, F. Knight identified three main ways to de-
termine risks based on a priori probability, statistical proba-
bility and largely intuitive estimation [1, p. 21-22]. In further
studies of economic risks, issues of economic behaviour
associated with risks, the theory of decision-making began
to apply the concept of logical probability, which had a
deep economic meaning primarily through the inclusion of
provisions for determining value, utility and other prefer-
ences. The pioneers in this field were J. M. Keynes (1921),
K. Popper (1935), R. Carnap (1950), and others. The ap-
proaches of these authors were based on the classical
concepts of Laplace-Bernoulli probability, the numerical
value of which in a simplified version looked like a fraction
of the division of the number of favourable cases by the
number of equally possible cases. In this case, Popper
distinguished three interpretations of probability: subjective,
logical-subjective and objective [4, p. 178-179]. Subjective
interpretation has a psychological nature, in which the de-
gree of probability is defined as a measure of feelings of
authenticity or unreliability, confidence or doubt caused
by certain statements or considerations. In the logical-
subjective interpretation used by Keynes, the logical
component, the so-called "logical proximity", the logical
relationship is dominant. For example, the statement q
assigns another statement p the probability | if p results
from q. If p and g contradict each other, the probability
assigned by the statement g to the statement p equals 0.
Between these extremes there are other probability rela-
tionships, which may have a numeric expression. Thus,
the numeric probability p for a given q is the greater, the
less its content goes beyond what is already contained in
the statement g, on which the probability p depends, and
which gives the statement p a certain (some) probability.
In this approach, Keynes defined probability as "the de-
gree of rational confidence" [4, p. 179].

The logical proximity may be illustrated by the exam-
ple of the ratio of global and local financial markets and
the corresponding probability of risks. If we take for
granted the global financial market with its inherent risks
g and dependent upon it national (local) financial market
with potential risk p, the probability of the latter will be
greater the less the local financial market goes beyond
the global one. A perfect example of logical proximity is
the global financial crisis of 2008—-2009, when financial
risks prevailed in countries more integrated into the
global financial environment. The example of Ukraine is
also illustrative. During the Asian financial crisis of
1995-1996 being actually global in nature (scale) do-
mestic financial risks were relatively small because at
that time the financial system of Ukraine was only estab-
lishing ties with international financial markets. Howev-
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er, the global crisis processes of 2008-2009 significant-
ly affected our economy, including the financial sector
and the risks thereof due to closer interaction with global
financial networks.

Third, an objective interpretation of probability consid-
ers each numerical probabilistic statement as a statement
on the relative frequency with which a certain event occurs
within a sequence of phenomena. It is also called the fre-
quency theory, the founder of which is considered to be
Richard von Mises (works of 1919-1931). This theory con-
siders probability as some recurring events and phenome-
na that are random and disordered, an example of those is
the throwing of dice. That said, two axiomatic conditions
are used: the axiom of convergence (or the axiom of limita-
tions) and the axiom of randomization. The axiom of con-
vergence (or axiom of limitations) indicates that as the se-
quence of events becomes longer, the sequence of fre-
quencies gravitates to a certain limit. The axiom of random-
isation shapes the random nature of the sequence into a
mathematical form. Thus, according to Mises, the probabi-
lity applies only to sequences of events, which involves the
determination of unknown probabilities on the basis of
known ones (probability data).

Based on Keynes' critique of that theory and his own
perception of it, Popper proposed two hypotheses of his
own: equal opportunities (the hypothesis of equal prob-
ability) and extrapolation of statistical results, and re-
placed the axiom of randomization with the axiom of
unity. In addition, using the work of B. Bolzano, J. von
Kries and F. Weissman, Popper came close to the con-
cept of logical probability based on the concept of "logi-
cal space of possibilities" [4, p. 145-146; 263-264].
Popper's logical probability serves as a criterion for falsi-
fying the theory. "Comparing the degree of falsification
of two statements"”, K. Popper wrote, 'we can say that a
less falsified statement is at the same time more proba-
ble on the basis of its logical form. | call this probability
a 'logical probability — denoted by P(x) and P(x,y)' [4,
p. 138, 484]. Keynes called a similar approach as
"a priori probability" [5, p. 225]. The conditional probabil-
ity is also close in meaning, which is mainly associated
with Bayes' theorem (the terms such as modal, compar-
ative, empirical logical probability, etc. are also used in
the literature). The role and significance of logical prob-
ability lies, firstly, in the formalisation of inductive rezon-
ing, secondly, in rational estimates of empirical probabil-
ity, thirdly, in the explication (interpretation) of classical
probability, and fourthly, in the rational justification of
decisions. In the context of determining the logical prob-
ability of risks, it is important to consider their economic
content, other essential properties in order to obtain

sufficient explanatory power in the form of so-called
"weight of evidence" or "weight of argument".

Among the probabilistic methods of determining risks
and possible consequences, Bayesian approaches based
on the concept of conditional probability hold a prominent
place. The mathematical expression of conditional proba-
bility is as follows:

where p(h) is the prior probability of the hypothesis h;
p(h/e) is the probability of hypothesis h provided that the
event e occurred; p(e/h) is the probability of the event e
occurrence provided that the hypothesis h is true; p(e) is
the total probability of the event e occurrence.

Bayesian formula allows to rearrange the cause and
consequences: based on the known fact of the event to
calculate the probability that it was generated by this
cause. This principle is used in risk analysis, especially to
determine the causes in order to remove or eliminate them
in the future. Events that reflect the actions of the causes,
in this case are called hypotheses.

There are a priori and a posteriori hypotheses, which, in
particular, Keynes used.

Bayes' theorem performs a threefold function in risk
analysis. It allows, firstly: to analyse and assess the risk in
general; secondly, to differentiate risks according to differ-
ent qualitative and quantitative characteristics; thirdly, to
determine the consequences of risks based on the use of
different models [10, p.458]. Integrated Bayesian Risk
Analysis option is illustrated in Fig. 1.

This risk analysis includes updated Bayesian doctrine,
risk factors including independent, uncertain factors,
quantitative measurements of specific (special) and inte-
grated risks, implementation of models and analysis,
choice of management concept, decision making. Let us
dwell in more detail on the latter in the context (theory) of
the principles of decision-making in conditions of risk. The
key position is to determine the probability of the conse-
quences of risks. The maximisation of the expected val-
ue, the maximisation of the expected monetary value and
the maximisation of the expected utility are considered
there. [7, p. 65-66].

Consider an example of maximising of expected utility
as a universal concept of neoclassical economic theory.
Mathematical formalization shall be as:

where EU — is the maximum expected utility; p — is the
probability of expected utility; u — is the expected utility of
the corresponding consequence.

It should be noted that the principle of expected utility
may be applied when the consequences are not monetary.
Consider the following example. Yachts have to be trans-
ported from the Spanish port of La Coruna to the British
port of Antigua (Caribbean). However, because of the pre-
vailing weather conditions, there are only two feasible
routes across the Atlantic: a direct northern route or a
slightly longer southern one. The interest of the partners is
to deliver the products as soon as possible. The number of

days required for the crossing, as noted, depends on
weather conditions. The weather is a decisive factor in the
context of whether a high-pressure zone develops over the
Azores, where cargo is shipped from the coast of Spain.
Meteorological data for the last 100 years shows the prob-
ability of forming a high-pressure zone, which is 83 %. To
study the meteorological data and determine the route, you
may use the data in table 1.

Table 1. Determining the expected utility of cargo [7, p. 68]

No high pressure zone over the Azores (17 %)

Southern route 18 days

21 days
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The utility of the outcomes is negatively (reversely) cor-
related with the number of days required for crossing the
route. Hence, the utility of shipping within 27 days, u(27), is
lower than the utility of shipping for 18 days, u(18). If the
utility function is linear with respect to the days of shipping,
one may calculate the alternatives of the expected utilities
and corresponding risks of loss of profitability from the
transport operation.

EU (Northern route) =
=0,83-u(27)+ 0,17 - u(14) = u (24,79)

EU (Sothern route) =
=0,83-u(18)+0,17 - u(21) =u (18,51)

Conclusion. Therefore, the Southern route is opti-
mal because the expected utility u(18.51) according to
the previous assumption is greater than the expected
utility u(24.79).

Bayesian logical network, like logical probability in
general, is based on knowledge, so it is called
epistemological probability. As a rule, it is acceptable for
small-scale economic problems that posess sufficient
knowledge of the relationship between the elements of
the system. If knowledge about the system and its
elements is insufficiant, the elements of fuzzy logic are
added to the Bayesian model, which improves the testing

network of fuzzy logic.

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INNOVATIVE NATURE OF THE WORLD AND DOMESTIC MARKET
OF AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS

The place and role of agro — innovations are investigated. They are found to be the main driving force both of development of
the agricultural products' domestic market and of competitive advantages’ formation for the participants in the world market.
Accelerated introduction of new generation digital technologies in the agro-industrial complex is determined by the effective use
of organizational advantages of the Ukrainian model of agricultural development. Organic production is the latest trend in the
world market of agricultural products. However, the advanced technologies actively used by farmers around the world are verti-
cal farms, aquaponics, unmanned aerial vehicles, advances in robotics, and more. Such an active demand for technological in-
novations and their active use in agriculture contributes to the development of the agri-industry itself, as well as areas that en-
sure the development and production of innovative products. State assistance and support of farmers' interest in technological
innovations, which is implemented in various monetary and budgetary policy measures, remains an urgent issue.

Keywords: innovations, technologies, agro-industrial complex, competitive advantages.

Introduction. Ukraine is confidently increasing its posi-
tion on the world market regarding the export of agro-
industrial complex products. But maintaining the achieved
results and reaching the leaders in new product segments
require the most efficient use of opportunities provided by
the market, accelerated technological development.

The population of the Earth is constantly growing. Ac-
cording to UN forecasts, in three decades the population
will grow by 15-20 %, and the world's food needs will
double by this time.

World agricultural production has entered a period of
global change due to a combination of a number of factors,

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the key of which are: global climate change; growth and
change in the structure of consumption associated with pop-
ulation growth and welfare growth; the technological revolu-
tion, which in recent decades has completely changed the
structure of industrial production, is coming to agriculture.

The agro-industrial complex is becoming the focus of
interests of global investors and an important tool of inter-
national policy. Changes are taking place both in the mar-
ket and in the organization of agricultural production, in the
structure of consumption, in the system of agri-innovation.

The main goal of the article is to analyze the innovative
component in the general model of development of the
world market of agricultural products and to determine the
place and prospects of Ukraine for its further integration in
a strong competitive position in the world market.

Recent literature review. Theoretical scientific herit-
age and achievements in the field of theoretical principles
and practical recommendations for solving problems of
international trade, including agricultural products, and its
regulation are devoted to the works of domestic and foreign
scientists: O. Shnyrkova, O. Mykhaylenko, T. Tsygankova;
A. Egorov and T. Eroshyna study topical issues of interna-
tional exchange of agricultural goods in their works; the
works of M. Porter, D. Ricardo, P. Samuelson are devoted
to theories of competitive advantages; the innovative as-
pect is investigated in the works of O. Stupnytsky, L. Fedu-
lova, S. Davymuk and others.

However, the analysis of scientific works in this area
shows the lack of a comprehensive approach in present-
ing an innovative model of development of the world
market of agricultural products and defining the place
and role of Ukraine in it.

Main research results. Among the key areas of
change in the global agro-industrial complex are: produc-
tion; consumption; global market; innovations; farm.

The global market for agricultural raw materials and
food is awaiting a resumption of rising prices. The wave of
mergers and acquisitions in the industry has led to a signif-
icant intensification of the land market.

Significant reductions in clean water have already af-
fected not only China and India (water shortages are a
traditional problem in these countries), but also the Ameri-
can Midwest, where depletion of aquifers calls into ques-
tion the possibility of maintaining high yields on irrigated
lands. Problems such as soil degradation and the re-
striction of environmentally harmful farming methods need
special attention. For example, in the European Union,
agriculture is a source of 10 % of CO2 emissions and more
than 50 % of other greenhouse gases, and the agro-
industrial complex is a source of 90 %-95 % of ammonia
emissions. In the EU, 75 % of used agricultural land is
prone to erosion, of which almost 20 % lose more than
10 tons per hectare per year.

Countries and intergovernmental associations are now
stepping up work to develop a system of global trade
agreements, increasing the promotion of national agricultural
products, strengthening the protection of their markets.

Innovations in the agro-industrial complex are experi-
encing an explosive growth. In the medium term, they will
determine the new leaders of the agricultural market. In
recent years, the volume of innovations in startups special-
izing in new agricultural technologies has increased more
than 10 times. Robotics, artificial intelligence, and other
technologies are becoming commonplace not only on the
industrial assembly line, but also in agricultural production.
The process of change affects not only startups. Mergers
and acquisitions in the "big six" of agri-technological com-
panies are expected to continue [7].

Another important global trend is the active develop-
ment of centers for the implementation of advanced agri-

cultural technologies as a new tool for state support for the
development of agro-industrial complex.

For farms, the trend is the growth of markets with high
added value. Key technological innovations are aquapon-
ics, widespread introduction of IT, biological pest control,
as well as the development of small mechanization. Inter-
estingly, the best-selling farm car in the UK market in re-
cent years has become a utilitarian ATV.

Widespread introduction of digital technologies is a key
trend of the world economy of the last decade. In agricul-
ture, the industry standard is the use of repositioning sys-
tems, integrated fleet management, precision farming. But
as cross-sectoral analysis shows, the real digital revolution
in global agriculture is still ahead.

The world leaders in the introduction of digital technol-
ogies are IT companies, media, finance, and insurance. In
real production and logistics, the level of digitization is
much lower. Agriculture closes the list.

The main deterrent is the peculiarities of agricultural
production. But several current trends suggest that this
situation will change radically in the coming years. The
development and production of robotic agricultural machin-
ery is now at the forefront of innovation.

In general, there are three stages of development and
implementation of digital technologies in agriculture:

e pilot technologies: technologies of repositioning,
monitoring of the condition of agricultural machinery, etc.
are starting to be introduced;

e saturation of the market: currently the number of
digital technologies and industry standards in agriculture
has reached a critical mass. Virtually all equipment manu-
facturers, including companies from China and India, offer
their own programs and solutions that optimize the use of
their machines and equipment. There are several solu-
tions related to precision farming. A variety of options for
the use of geodata for crop forecasting, crop optimization,
logistics management, etc. are offered. Additional pres-
sure on the user is provided by the arrival of a new gen-
eration of agricultural technologies — the Internet of
Things and the blockchain;

e integration is a key trend of the future: companies
will be a leader in the digitalization of agriculture, which will
be able to offer common standards and solutions that com-
bine existing developments in the field of digital agricultural
technologies and eliminate the problem of choice and as-
sociated risks [11].

It is possible to solve the problem of digital technology
development in global agriculture by creating integrated
cloud services. Such services will take over the acquisition
of data from digital units of agricultural equipment and en-
sure compatibility of different formats and protocols. In ad-
dition, a single service can provide the most efficient use of
data that is useful to all agricultural companies in the region
— remote sensing, hyperspectral aerial photography,
weather forecast data, etc.

An additional advantage of such a cloud service will be
marketing and logistical support for farmers. Access to
information will reduce the risks of crop overproduction,
provide access to real prices for agricultural products and
reduce the cost of intermediary services, simplify the con-
struction of transport chains.

The effect of the introduction of unified cloud services
for agriculture may be a doubling of profits per hectare [1].
The finding of such services will create the preconditions
for a significant acceleration of digitalization of agriculture.

Accelerated introduction of a new generation of digital
technologies for the Ukrainian agro-industrial complex is
an effective way to use the organizational advantages of
the Ukrainian model of agricultural development. In addi-
tion, it will significantly increase the efficiency of invest-
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ment in the agro-industrial complex, raise the return on
each hryvnia invested. The creation of a single state
cloud service can be a crucial element of non-financial
state support for agriculture.

The use of a systematic, well-thought-out state ap-
proach to the introduction of a new generation of digital
technologies in agriculture should become an important
and promising component of the strategy of development
of the Ukrainian agro-industrial complex.

New ambitious tasks of agricultural development re-
quire further development of the agricultural financing sys-
tem, bringing it to a new quality level. The following tasks of
development are allocated as priority:

¢ reduction of terms of decision-making on granting
for financing in agro-branch;

e providing more flexible financing conditions that
meet the specifics of the agricultural business, which is
exposed to significant climate risks;

o further simplification of access to bank and leasing
financing for small agribusiness;

e reducing bank interest rates on loans, expanding
access to government support [9].

Supporting high rates of development, intensification of
investments requires increasing the reliability of investment
and expanding the number of investors in agriculture.
Modern financial technologies can significantly increase the
speed of transactions, provide multifactor analysis of large
amounts of data.

It is important that such technologies are implemented
not only in the United States, the EU, Canada, and other
developed countries. Successful experience in the intro-
duction of modern financial technologies, focused primarily
on small agribusiness, farmers, is in a few rapidly growing
African countries: South Africa, Kenya, Nigeria, Tanzania.
International support and weakness of "traditional" financial
institutions have created a good climate in these countries
for innovations in the field of financial technology.

It is interesting and important to understand the system
of integrated automated scoring which are used for as-
sessment of the creditworthiness of farmers and agricultur-
al entrepreneurs in Kenya. The advantage of this system
became wide access to credit and a high rate of return.

A very simple procedure for cooperation is implement-
ed for the user:

e |t is enough for farmers and small entrepreneurs to
send an application by e-mail and provide a few key financial
data: harvest, revenue, expenses. Then the system analyz-
es the creditworthiness and, in case of a positive decision,
opens access to the requested funds. It uses its own pay-
ment system, built based on mobile communication.

¢ Financial institutions are offered a range of services
aimed at solving such key problems as reducing transac-
tion costs, improving the reliability of the analysis of bor-
rowers (risk management), portfolio expansion [4].

The scoring system used is based on modern financial
technology, which combines highly efficient data search
algorithms, processing large arrays of information, deci-
sion-making based on neural networks.

Adaptation of Ukrainian legislation for the introduction
of new financial technologies will significantly increase the
investment attractiveness of the agro-industrial complex of
Ukraine, simplify the organization of export supplies of ag-
ricultural products to the Middle East and North Africa. It
will also allow to take an important step in achieving the
goals of the strategy of development of the agro-industrial
complex of Ukraine.

Another trend in the global agricultural sector is the
technology of protected soil, provide high efficiency of agri-
cultural production and in general allow to solve one of the

main problems of investment in agriculture — a significant
impact of adverse environmental factors.

Protected soil agriculture requires access to modern
technologies: computer control of nutrient solutions, tem-
perature, and humidity of the environment, etc. An example
of the active use of natural competitive advantages for the
development of agricultural production of protected soil is
Israel. Now this country not only exports vegetables grown
in greenhouses but is also the largest supplier of agricul-
tural technology in the world.

New technologies such as LED light sources with an
optimal spectrum of radiation and aeroponics for photosyn-
thesis have made it possible to take the next step in the
development of agricultural production of protected soil.

From a practical point of view, the application of aero-
ponics technologies has led to the creation of "vertical
farms" — a new format of agricultural production [8].

Placing vertical farms directly in the city, near a shop or
restaurant significantly reduces the cost of transporting
products, maintaining freshness, and so on. Such farms
allow to use any free areas or even to make them mobile,
based on the truck.

The projected average market growth rate is 25 % per
year. The main components of this market are lighting sys-
tems, equipment for aero- and hydroponics, load-bearing
structures, usually container-type, as well as computer
equipment and software.

The largest markets for vertical farm equipment are
Southeast Asia and the United States — about 30 % of the
world market each.

For Ukraine, the task of developing agriculture of pro-
tected soil is particularly acute. The use of vertical farm
technologies is an opportunity to become one of the world
leaders in the application of modern agricultural technolo-
gies and reduce the risks of investing in the industry. The
market for vertical farm equipment is growing rapidly. This
is a good opportunity for the development of domestic
high-tech production.

One of the new directions of technological development
is the market of agricultural unmanned aerial vehicles. Ac-
cording to forecasts, it is one of the fastest growing high-
tech markets in the world. The average annual growth rate
is estimated at 30 % per year [10].

The largest national market for agricultural drones is
the United States. Currently, this country sells about a third
of all drones. But in the long run, high growth rates will
show the markets of Europe and developing countries.

The rapid growth of the world market for agricultural
unmanned aerial vehicles confirms the effectiveness of
their use. The use of agricultural technologies based on the
use of unmanned aerial vehicles is becoming one of the
key factors of competitiveness. This is especially important
for Ukraine, which agriculture has ambitious goals for en-
tering the world market.

It is important that the export-oriented agro-industrial
complex of Ukraine creates an excellent domestic market
for agricultural aircraft. Today, they are not very popular in
Ukraine, but in the long run its popularity may increase
significantly. The opportunities of the domestic market of
Ukraine are sufficient to form on its basis one of the world
leaders in the market of agri-unmanned aerial vehicles.
Given the high growth rate of the market (up to 30 % per
year) — it becomes a very promising area.

Thus, now the competitiveness of agricultural products
is determined by the efficiency of its production and the use
of advanced technologies create favorable conditions for
the development of the domestic agro-industrial complex.

The use of a systematic, well-thought-out state ap-
proach for the introduction of a new generation of digital
technologies and financial technologies in agriculture
should become an important and promising component of
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the strategy of development of the agro-industrial com-
plex of Ukraine.

The use of protected soil farming technologies such as
vertical farms can promote Ukraine's entry into the world
leaders in the application of modern agricultural technolo-
gies, and through the rapid growth of this market the produc-
tion of equipment for vertical farms will promote the devel-
opment of domestic high-tech agro-industrial complex.

Currently, a new technological wave is unfolding in the
world economy, which will be characterized by the devel-
opment of robotics; biotechnologies based on modern ad-
vances in molecular biology and genetic engineering; nan-
otechnology; artificial intelligence systems. The urgency of
flexible automation of production is increasing, the use of
renewable energy sources is significantly increasing, bio-
technology will become the basis for the development of
agro-industrial complex.

All this creates the preconditions for the formation of a
new structure of markets for means of production and
products of the agro-industrial complex.

Ukraine has a significant potential for the development
of agro-industrial complex at the global level. Favorable
agronomic conditions, the availability of diversified infra-
structure and the availability of educated able-bodied hu-
man capital are main reasons for it.

However, the main constraints on the development of
the agro-industrial complex are low wages, high levels of
corruption, high inflation, import dependence, the use of
outdated methods and production technologies and the
imperfection of the financial and credit system.

Based on the above data, we can predict two models of
development of the agro-industrial complex of Ukraine,
considering the general innovative trends in the world mar-
ket of agricultural products.

The first model provides for the achievement of stable
growth of the sector and specialization in those market
segments where the products of the agro-industrial com-
plex of Ukraine are already competitive. The second
model can be implemented under the conditions of scien-
tific and technological development of the Ukrainian agro-
industrial complex [12].

The main drivers of the development of the agro-
industrial complex of Ukraine under the first model will be
the gradual recovery of the economy, import substitution
and further development of traditional export niches. Im-
proving investment conditions will be because of stimulat-
ing monetary and fiscal policies.

The main condition for the implementation of the sec-
ond model will be the acceleration of growth of the Ukraini-
an economy in the medium term due to increased public
investment. This involves additional investments in the
development of scientific and innovative activities, support
for agricultural exports and stimulation of consumer de-
mand for domestic goods.

The main purpose of scientific and technological devel-
opment of the agro-industrial complex of Ukraine is to en-
sure the competitiveness of Ukrainian products in foreign
and domestic markets primarily through the creation, dis-
semination, and application of the latest advances in sci-
ence and technology. The implementation of this goal is
designed to ensure the transition to high-performance (ac-
celerated selection, active substances for modern veteri-
nary drugs and plant protection products, etc.), high-tech
(synthetic biology, food biotechnology, functional foods,
etc.), resource-efficient (smart agriculture, balanced unified
fodder, etc.), climate-adaptive (zoned varieties and breeds,
new generation irrigation complexes, vertical farms, etc.)
production of agricultural raw materials and products with a
high level of processing.

Mass production and export of competitive products
with high added value will be possible due to the steady
growth of labor productivity and resource efficiency.

Therefore, important conditions for the development of
the agro-industrial complex can be: overcoming the scien-
tific and technological lag of the domestic agro-industrial
complex from the level of the world's leading countries
and cost-effective reduction of its dependence on tech-
nology imports; formation in the agro-industrial complex
of an innovative system that ensures the creation and
development of advanced domestic developments, as
well as the adaptation of imported technologies where
necessary; priority development of basic and applied re-
search in promising areas (including by attracting private
investment); increasing the availability of new technolo-
gies for medium and small businesses, farms and individ-
ual producers; leveling the technological level of large
and medium-sized industries; priority development of in-
novations in the field of resource efficiency, storage infra-
structure, processing and logistics.

An important condition for Ukraine's successful integra-
tion into the innovative model of world market development
is active international cooperation in this area. This will be
facilitated by the interest of a number of countries with lim-
ited agri-climatic opportunities in the stable supply of agri-
cultural products, raw materials and food, the establish-
ment of agricultural production in other countries with fa-
vorable agri-climatic conditions, including Ukraine.

Currently, the Ukrainian economy is facing the task of
finding new sources of growth, one of which should be a
high-tech and globally competitive agro-industrial complex.
Progress in this direction requires the improvement of sci-
entific and technical policy in the agro-industrial complex,
improving the quality of methodological, informational, and
expert-analytical support of relevant management deci-
sions. To achieve this goal, it is important to increase the
efficiency of the implementation of sectoral regulatory in-
struments. It is also necessary to increase the scale of
funding for agricultural education and agricultural science,
which today is not at a high enough level [3].

The development of the agro-industrial complex of
Ukraine will provide significant changes in the socio-
economic sphere, will positively affect the stability of eco-
nomic growth, ensuring the economic security of the coun-
try, improving employment and quality of life.

Conclusion. Innovations in the agro-industrial com-
plex are experiencing an explosive growth. In the medium
term, they will determine the new leaders of the agricul-
tural market. In recent years, the volume of innovations in
startups specializing in new agricultural technologies has
increased more than ten times.

The use of a systematic, well-thought-out state ap-
proach to the introduction of a new generation of digital
and financial technologies in agriculture should become an
important and promising component of the development
strategy of Ukraine's agro-industrial complex.

The use of protected land technologies such as vertical
farms can promote Ukraine's entry into the world leaders in
the application of modern agricultural technologies, as well
as due to the rapid growth of this market, the production of
equipment for vertical farms will contribute to the develop-
ment of domestic high-tech agro-industrial complex. An-
other new direction of technological development of the
agro-industrial complex is the market of agricultural.

Ukraine has excellent prospects for successful integra-
tion into the world market of agricultural products, consider-
ing a fairly high level of innovation in the field of agriculture,
as well as significant potential for the development and
production of high-tech innovative products.

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LEGAL REGIME OF PROPERTY OF STATE JOINT-STOCK COMPANIES IN UKRAINE:
PROBLEM OF DETERMINATION AND IMPLEMENTATION

Problematic issues of determining the legal regime of property of state joint-stock companies, including those created in the
process of corporatization of state-owned enterprises, are considered in this article. The specific features of the legal regime of
property of this category of companies are analyzed, taking into account the specifics of their legal status and the participation of
the state in the process of foundation and management of such companies. The author made the analytical generalization of the
existing doctrinal approaches to determination of the legal regime of such property, legislative regulation in this area, non-
uniform and inconsistent case law on the legal regime of property of state joint-stock companies. It is suggested to consider the
property of such companies as exclusively state property, and the state joint-stock company is vested with only limited powers
related to the use of such property within the framework of its statutory activities. Changing the legal regime of such property
and its transfer to private ownership is possible due to the privatization procedures, and not as a result of transfer of such prop-
erty by the state to the charter capital of a state joint stock company or corporatization of a state enterprise.

Keywords: state joint-stock company, property, state ownership, corporatization, privatization, powers of the owner.

State joint-stock companies are different in many as-
pects as compared to ordinary joint-stock companies. Their
legal status, establishment, operation and corporate gov-
ernance have intrinsic specific features being unique for
this type of companies. This fact is recognized by the Law
of Ukraine "On Joint-Stock Companies" dated 17 Septem-
ber 2008 which stipulates in Article 1(2) that activities of
state joint-stock companies and state holding companies in
which the sole founder and shareholder is the state repre-
sented by the authorized state authorities are governed by
this Law, taking into account specific features envisaged by
special laws. These specific features relate, in particular, to
legal regime of the property used by state joint-stock com-
panies in their operation. However, issues of the property
legal relations in which these companies participate have
not yet been governed by special legislative acts, leaving
room for doctrinal debate and inconsistent court practice in
this area. In view of this context our present research of
these issues is timely and significant for the purposes of
filling the loopholes in the current legislation and law en-
forcement practice related to state joint-stock companies.

The Ukrainian legal doctrine lacks uniformity in deter-
mination of legal regime of property of such companies.
These issues have been considered, in particular, by
O. Chernenko, Yu. M. Dzera, D.I. Pohribnyi, [.A. Se-
livanova, V.V. Vasylieva, A.M. Zakharchenko and other
legal scholars. However, there is still a divergence of atti-
tudes towards allocation of the property used by state
joint-stock companies to the state ownership or private
ownership of these companies.

The objective of this article is to explore the legal issues
pertaining to property used by state joint-stock companies
wholly-owned by the state and to determine its legal regime
based on intrinsic features of such companies and taking
into consideration current legislative regulation and court
practice in Ukraine.

In order to attain this objective we should consider legal
status of state joint-stock companies and legal background
of their establishment. Many companies belonging to this
category were created within the process of transformation
of state enterprises, known as corporatization, pursuant to
the Decree of the President of Ukraine Ne 210/93 "On Cor-
poratization of Enterprises" dated 15 June 1993. Corporati-
zation, as the process of transformation and change of the
form of management of state-owned enterprises, should be
distinguished from privatization, which provides for the
change of ownership and control over the shares of state-
owned entities to the benefit of private investors. The ulti-

mate objective of the corporatization was the creation of
open joint-stock companies in which the charter capital was
divided by shares wholly-owned by the state [5, p. 208].
Corporatization allowed the Ukrainian state to retain control
over an enterprise, while improving its system of manage-
ment and its overall market positioning. However, this
transformation changed only the legal form of state enter-
prises, introducing no amendments to legal regime of their
property that remained controlled by the state. In our view,
the regime of property rights of the entities emerged as a
result of corporatization can be seen as an exception to the
general rule established by Article 115(1) of the Civil Code
of Ukraine dated 16 January 2003, according to which a
commercial entity is the owner of the property transferred
to it by the shareholders of the entity into ownership as a
contribution to the charter capital. Contrary to this general
rule, the state as the shareholder of an entity created by
virtue of corporatization remains the owner of the property
that was assigned to such entity.

There is no uniform approach in the Ukrainian legal
doctrine to understanding of the legal regime of property
of the state joint-stock companies. Two opposite ap-
proaches exist in the academic community of Ukraine
concerning determination of the owner of the property
transferred to the state joint-stock companies in which
100 percent of the shares are owned by the state. The
proponents of the first approach presume full application
of the general provisions regarding legal entities (includ-
ing commercial entities) to all companies created with the
participation of the state and recognition of all property
transferred to the charter capital of a commercial entity as
its private property (so-called 'civilist approach’).

In particular, I. A. Selivanova believes that joint-stock
companies that are entities of the state sector of economy
should also be recognized as the owners of the property [8,
p. 48]. She further indicates that there is no reasonable
ground for the fact that the current legislation does not rec-
ognize joint-stock companies with the participation of the
state, unlike joint-stock companies without such participa-
tion, as the owner of the property [6, p. 74]. Meanwhile, she
admits that open joint-stock companies created by the
state can be recognized by the legislation as both the own-
ers of the property transferred to their charter funds and
entities possessing this property on the basis of the right of
economic authority [7, p.219]. O. Chernenko underlines
that any property transferred by the state as a participant to
a state joint-stock company shall be included into its char-
ter capital and becomes the property of a company. The

state retains corporate rights, while the joint-stock company
acquires the rights of the owner [1, p. 130]. V. V. Vasylieva
specifies that joint-stock companies created by means of
corporatization acquire all transferred property of an enter-
prise into ownership [10, p. 169]. D. |. Pohribnyi asserts
that the common feature of corporatization and privatiza-
tion is that in these processes, on the one hand, the state's
right of ownership in respect of the property of state enter-
prises terminates, but, on the other hand, the state ac-
quires the relevant corporate rights [4, p. 6]. However, even
legal scholars supporting such views ultimately admit that
specific features of the legal regime of property of such
companies are not determined on the legislative level [11,
p. 162], and this causes the need to take into account,
when establishing the legal regime of property of state
joint-stock companies, the rules of special laws (if availa-
ble) and rules of local acts, since they may contain provi-
sions related to such legal regime [1, p. 133].

Another approach is based on the position that the
state joint-stock companies have specific features in re-
spect of their establishment and that the property trans-
ferred to the companies in which 100 percent of the shares
are owned by the state is the state property. No change of
the legal regime of the state property occurs due to the
transfer of this property to the charter capital of a state
joint-stock company. As it was observed in the legal doc-
trine, a change of the entity's corporate form does not au-
tomatically lead to a change of the legal regime of the
property owned by such legal entity [9, p. 436]. The change
of the state ownership can take place only when the state
loses its ownership rights to the property, e.g. by the
mechanism of privatization. The creation of an open joint-
stock company by the state and the transfer of the state
property to the charter capital of this company do not con-
stitute alienation of the property into private ownership.
Therefore, under Ukrainian law, making a contribution to
the charter capital of a corporatized entity (joint-stock com-
pany) cannot be considered as the ground for changing the
form of ownership of the state property [2, p. 60]. It was
stressed in the legal doctrine that the state property as-
signed to a corporatized state commercial enterprise based
on the right of economic authority will be operated by the
newly-created joint-stock company on the basis of the right
of economic authority until its privatization is completed [2,
p. 61]. Therefore, it can be concluded that corporatization
transformed state enterprises into open joint-stock compa-
nies with new corporate names, new organizational struc-
tures and new systems of management, but the assets of
these companies remained the state property. In essence,
the state retained the right of ownership of both the shares
of the joint-stock companies created by means of corpo-
ratization and the property used by such companies to car-
ry out their activities [3, p. 66].

The Ministry of Justice of Ukraine in Clause 1.3 of its
Letter No. 19-32/2 "Clarification of the Procedure for Regis-
tration of Rights of Ownership to the Objects of Real Estate
Depending on Forms of Ownership" dated 11 January
2007 also observed that joint-stock companies, in which
the founder and sole shareholder is the state represented
by the bodies of executive power, have a special legal re-
gime of property, compared with other commercial entities
established not within the procedure of corporatization. In
particular, state property transferred to the charter fund of
state joint-stock companies, created by means of corpo-
ratization, remained under state ownership and its aliena-
tion was only possible by the privatization bodies in ac-
cordance with the privatization procedures determined by
law. Based on the foregoing, the Ministry of Justice of
Ukraine explained that the owner of the state property

transferred to the charter fund of a state joint-stock compa-
ny is the state, represented by the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine (or any other body of executive power which was
the founder of such a company).

There are legislative grounds for consideration of the
property of such companies as the state property assigned
to these companies on the basis of the right of economic
authority. Following Article 13 of the Law of Ukraine "On
Privatization of State and Communal Property" dated 18
January 2018, methods of privatization of property are the
sale of properties under public or community ownership
through auction, including an auction with conditions; an
auction without conditions; an auction with step-by-step
reduction of the opening price followed by submission of
price offers; an auction with reduction of the opening price;
an auction that involves reviewing price offers; and buyout
of objects of privatization. This is the exhaustive list of
methods of transfer of property into private ownership.
Equally, the Law of Ukraine "On Management of Objects of
State Ownership" dated 21 September 2006 does not pro-
vide for acquisition of the right of ownership by a state joint-
stock company in respect of contributions transferred to its
charter capital. Article 6(13) of the Law of Ukraine "On
Holding Companies in Ukraine" dated 15 March 2006 di-
rectly stipulates that shareholdings or other property trans-
ferred to the charter capital of a state holding company
remain in the state ownership and are assigned to it on the
basis of the right of economic authority. Overall, the Ukrain-
ian legislation does not contain provisions which would
allow the state authorities to alienate the state property
from the state ownership by making contribution to the
charter capital of a state joint-stock company.

Article 145(2) of the Commercial Code of Ukraine dated
16 January 2003 provides that change of the legal regime
of the property of a commercial entity is made on the basis
of the resolution of the owner(s) of the property within the
procedure established by this Code and other laws. In case
of corporatization or transfer of property into the charter
capital of a state joint-stock company there is no such sep-
arate resolution about transfer of the property into the own-
ership of a newly-formed joint-stock company. In essence,
there must be a direct intention (express willingness) of a
founder to transfer this property into the ownership of the
newly-established entity. Following Article 145(3) and (4) of
the Commercial Code of Ukraine, legal regime of the prop-
erty of a commercial entity based on the state ownership
can be changed through privatization of the property of the
state enterprise or by leasing the integral property complex
of the enterprise. The Code does not provide for such a
change through transfer of the property to the charter capi-
tal of another entity. This corresponds with Article 345(1) of
the Civil Code of Ukraine dated 16 January 2003, under
which an individual or legal entity may acquire the right of
ownership in case of privatization of the state property and
communal property. This Code equally does not provide for
another ground for acquisition of the state property into the
ownership of a private person, apart from privatization.
Therefore, privatization and lease of the integral property
complex of the enterprise are the only methods of change
of legal regime of the property from the state ownership
into private ownership. Such change can take place only
upon completion of the privatization procedure.

It should be admitted that the Ukrainian court practice
in this area is non-uniform and rather inconsistent. In par-
ticular, the panel of judges of the Cassation Administrative
Court in its Ruling on Submission of the Case for Consid-
eration by the Grand Chamber of the Supreme Court dated
15 March 2019 (case No. 804/15369/13-a) acknowledged
that "as of now, there are no clear legislative provisions
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and likewise there is no legal conclusion of the Supreme
Court of Ukraine concerning determination of the legal
regime of property of joint-stock companies in which
100% of shares are owned by the state. Then this legal
problem may arise in indefinite number of cases". In their
Dissent Opinion dated 26 March 2019 in the case
No. 804/15369/13-a the judges of the Supreme Court noted
that the court practice on this issue is non-uniform and pro-
vided examples of contradictory court decisions taken on
different cases in which the judges made completely oppo-
site conclusions regarding legal regime of the property trans-
ferred to the charter capital of such companies (in particular,
this Dissent Opinion refers to one case in which the compa-
ny was recognized as the owner of this property, and two
cases in which the state was held to remain the owner).

In fact, there are numerous judicial cases, in which high
judicial authorities of Ukraine uphold the view that legal
regime of property upon its transfer to the charter capital of
a state joint-stock company remains unchanged, and this
property should be qualified as the state property. Majority
of these cases relate to the disputes arising in respect of
registration of ownership rights to items of property (usually
real estate) contributed to the charter capital of a state
joint-stock company, in favour of such company. The
courts continually and emphatically held that this property
remains in the state ownership, and any registration of pri-
vate title to it is illegal.

For example, in the Resolution of the Supreme Court
dated 5 July 2018 in the case No. 915/826/16 the court
indicated that the state represented by the Cabinet of Min-
isters of Ukraine changed the legal form of the state enter-
prise to public joint-stock company and determined the
amount of its charter capital, but the property which formed
the charter capital, including the contestable complex of
non-residential premises, was not transferred to its owner-
ship. The transfer and acceptance act executed in respect
of the integral property complex transferred to the state
enterprise contained no statement on transfer of the con-
testable property into private ownership of this enterprise.
In a similar case settled by the Resolution of the Supreme
Court dated 6 November 2018 in the case No. 925/473/17
the court stressed that, since the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine did not take decision on the change of legal regime
of the contestable property, then no change of form of
ownership from public to private took place.

In another similar case settled by the Resolution of the
Supreme Court dated 8 May 2018 in the case
No. 925/875/17 the court concluded that until completion of
privatization within the established procedure this property
shall remain the object of state ownership. The court re-
jected allegations of the company that change of the form
of ownership from state into private ownership took place
within the procedure of reorganization by transformation of
the state enterprise into public joint-stock company during
which the state of Ukraine exchanged one object of state
ownership into another, namely that it transferred the prop-
erty into charter capital of public joint-stock company and
obtained the corporate rights to 100% shares of the com-
pany, while the company obtained the right of ownership to
the transferred property.

The High Commercial Court of Ukraine in its Resolution
dated 2 March 2006 in the case No. 3/90na-05 indicated
that an open joint-stock company created within the pro-
cess of corporatization changes its legal form, but does not

change the sector of economy. Alienation of property be-
longing to the state sector of economy can be made solely
within the procedure established by laws, in particular,
through its privatization. In this case the High Commercial
Court of Ukraine established that transfer to the charter
capital of the state joint-stock company of the shares of
corporatized enterprises was the form of transfer by the
state of its authorities on management of property.

In view of this analysis of the current legislation of
Ukraine, court practice and legal doctrine, it may be sub-
mitted that the property used by state joint-stock compa-
nies in their economic activity will remain in the domain of
the state ownership until completion of the privatization
procedure. Mere transfer of this property into the charter
capital of these companies by the state does not entail ipso
facto change of its legal regime.

Conclusion. There are reasonable grounds to believe
that the state property transferred to the charter capital of
a state joint-stock company remains in the state owner-
ship. Mere transfer of property to the charter capital of
such entity cannot be considered as the legal ground for
change of the form of ownership from the state ownership
into the private ownership. Likewise, legal regime of the
state property cannot be changed as a result of mere
transformation of the state enterprise, in particular, within
the process of corporatization. Transfer to the charter
capital is the form of transfer by the state of its authorities
on management of property, and such transfer does not
evidence automatic acquisition of property rights by the
joint-stock company. A joint-stock company created on
the basis of the property of a state enterprise acquires the
right of ownership to the property transferred by the state
to its charter capital only through privatization and upon
completion of its procedure. Until privatization this proper-
ty shall remain the object of state ownership.

The modern judicial system of national justice of different countries has its own peculiarities in approaches to addressing the issue of
circumvention in private international law, depending on the jurisdiction and historical development of the concept of circumvention in private
international law. Given that the codifications of circumvention provisions in private international law have been included relatively recently, the
historical description of the solution (formation of the concept) of circumvention in court decisions and the consideration of modern codifications
are combined. Judicial decisions define the circumvention of the law as a circumvention of domestic substantive law or as a circumvention of
foreign law; here also arises the question of the regulatory part of the court decision: the invalidity of the act committed at noon of the law, or the
invalidity of its consequences. The absence or presence of a provision on circumvention of the law in the legislation does not remove the relevance
of the problem of circumvention of the law, which arises before a judge in resolving court disputes; the issue is further deepened in those legal
systems where there is no provision to circumvent the law. The formation of the concept of circumvention of the law in the internal justice of
different countries on the examples of illustrative court decisions and the corresponding conclusions, which, in fact, take place in modern judicial
practice. The approaches of legislators of different countries to the solution of circumvention of the law in private international law are highlighted.
